The attempt of the Chatham World, the
Son and the Globe to make a political
question out of the failure of the Maritime

ulphite Company proves thg length to
whigh some party journals will go togoore a
point against their political oppanents, The
Maritime 8ulpbite Fibre Company, it may
be explained, is a manufactarer of Hulphite
pulp having its mills at Chatham; The
company has been in existence for some
years and was considered to be s solvent
concern practically untl its failure was
announced a few weeks ago, notwithstand-
ing that in December last its property was
mortgaged to the Royal Trust Co., of Mon-
tresl, to secure certain bonds which are
understood to be held by the Baok of
Montreal whose Chatham branch had been
supplying funds to keep the mill ruoning.
o addition to the Bank of Montreal, there
are a nomber of lapge greditors which
inolude the gummion Coal Co , whase claim
agniost the Pualp Co., amopate to over §30,-
000 for coal] supplied. There are also other
large claims for sulphur snd other materials
entering into the mapufscture of sulpbite
pulp. But perhaps the preditore who suffer
most are 3 ngmber of small lymbermen who
aperste on the company's timber ljimits and

The whole matter at the present time is
in the hande of the courts and until - some
decision is resched as to who is the real
owoer of the pruperty the Sarveyor General
cannot make any traovsfer. It is all very
well for the Baok of Montreal and the Royal
Trust Co. to take the property that bad
oot been paid for and work it up into
material to be sold for their bepefit. At the
present, time the company have on hand
some 1300 tons of pulp, worth, perhaps,

wood from which the pulp is made have uot
been paid, and 1t is listle wonder that they
ere tryicg to preveut oue creditor from
taking it all. hen the mill ‘stopped ruon-
ning, or rather when the compsay got into
trouble, there wag an indebtedness of about
$7.000 for wages. Fortuostely for the
wurkini men of Chatham the Lien Law
passed by the New Brudswick government a
few years sgo came into operation and the
working men were piid by the receivers,
Had the lumbermen known that the
timber livenses were transferred, they too
would have been able to have collected the
value of their labors on the logs before band-
ing them over to the company, under the
Proviucial Lien Law, Notwithstanding the
attitude of the opposition newspapers, the
Suarveyor General 18 clearly justitied by the
great body of the people in guarding the
tranefer of the licenses until such time as
the courts decide the question of ownership
of the property. In this course he will be
justitied by the great body of the people be-
cause he is acting in the interests, not of a
siogle creditor, but of all the creditors.
