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World's Fastest Train
In Appalling Wreck.

Twentieth Cehtury Limited Leaps Ope.. o jitch and
Crashes Through Depot at Mile-a-Minute Rate
—Fire Adds Horror to Awful Scene.

CLEVELAND, O, June 22.—While
travelling at the rate of - 70 miles an
hour, the Twentieth Century Lipited,
the fastest long distance train in the
worid, ran through an open switch at
Mentor, about 25 miles east of Cleve-
lang, at 9.20 ‘o'clock *last night, caus-
ing one of the most horrible wrecks in
the history of the Lake Shore road.
The engine was hurled into the ditch.
A part of the train was tossed on top
of ity and the wreck was partly burn-
ed. The horrors of the wreck were
doubled in the horrors of the fire. More
than a score of people were killed and
injured, and the famous traln was
largely, demolished. The train was
crowded, practically all its accommo-
datlons being taken when it left the
dity. It was behind time, and the
greatest of speed was being made to
malte up the lost time.

MANY CRAZED BY PAIN.

A peculiarly distressing feature of the
rescue work was that the injured were
so crazed when they were taken out
trom“under the mass of wreckage that
they could not even reveal their own
identity, despite the urgent appeals
and entreaties made by the officials and
others, who knew how anxiously-news
from the wreck was awagited By'the.
families and friends of ‘“the passengers.
The order was finally given to search
the living wreck victims in the hope
that identification might in that way
be established, but even “when this
was regorted to, but three sufferers
could be indentified.

flames from the engine. The Chicago
sleeper, which was immediately behind
the combination car, swung from the
track a_nd crashing into the depot was
completely buried in the wreck of the
bullding.

The violence of the crash was such
that the depot collapsed on top of the
wreckgd coach. The helpless passen-
gers in this coach were crushed and
maimed in the wreck and then com-
pletely buried in the collapsed struc-
ture. The next sleeper following left
th track and the other remained ups
right on the rails. After the crash of
the wreck the boiler burst, sending fire
and steam through the wreck in a
manner that made the escape of the
imprisoned unfortunates impossible.
The. wrecked ecombination car, which
had landed, grushed and splintered, on
top OF the ehgine, was at onece en-
veloped in blinding flames and scald-
ing steam. The cries of the imprison-
ed passengers were heard above the aw-
ful roar, but they were beyond all
human aid and the car became a pyre
for a number of human beings.

A soore of physicians from Cleveland,
Collinwood, Ashtabula and Painesville
went to the scene. After the physi-
oians had treated the injured, the lat-
ter were placed aboard a special rain
and brought to this city, where they
were hurried in waiting ambulances to
the several hospitals, '

AN INVESTIGATION.

Officials of the road started an in-
formal investigation immediately on
their arrival. They could not under-

For a
distance of twenty yards the .engine,
ran on the rails, and then leaping from
the track, turned on its side just to the
east of the depot. The momentum }
was such that the heavy tender was
hurled entirely over the engine and
was burjed. in the depot.

woman Agnes Mack.

lice and as a result Young whas placed
under surveillance as soon as he reach- -
ed Yarmouth. The Yarmouth authori-
ties wired. for instructions and were
notified to arrest Young and detain
him. This was done, and Young is
now in custody while the woman,
Agnes Mack, and the child are at the
boarding house. When arrested Young
enquired what the charge was and was
told that it was as a witness that his%
prsence was desired in ° Digby. He€
made no further remarks.

Young will be brought te Digby-to-
day, It is supposed that Young ‘be-
came panic stricken at Miss Ward’s
arrival here, for which event he was
totally unprepared, and was afraid he
would be more closely implicated in
the affair than would be comfortable.

Miss Ward's arrival was unquestion-
ably a thunder-bolt to Young. His
flight, taking with him the little girl,
has a sinister look and adds a new
unexpected interest to the = case.
Young is & man of rough and forbid-
ding exterior and during his brief vis-
it to the jail created an unfavorable
impression. s

When informed of Young’s hurried
departure, Miss Ward said it was what
she expected. “I knew he would nev-

, er stay and face me here,” she said.

It was learned yesterday'that Young
and Miss Agnes Maxwell, who was a
native of Nova Scotia, took out a mar-
riage license at the Boston city hall
some time during 1891;-but neo return
of the certificate has ever been made.

According to the statements of Mrs.
Florence L. Erwin, a sister of Elmer
Young, Miss Maxwell had two child-
ren by Elmer Young, one a girl nam-
ed Hazel, who is now about 13 years of
age, and an 1l-year-old boy named
Fred.

Mrs. Erwin said she first met Miss
Maxwell about 14 years ago this past
-sprping when in company with Elmer

“Young she called at her residence in

the Seuth End. Miss Maxwell, she said,
came from Digby Co. and her parents,

.she thought, were named Annie and

Joseph, and that they are still resid-
ing in that locality. The Maxwell wo=
man and her children are now believ-
ed to be in Nova Scotia.

Mrs. Erwin, sister of Young, con-
ducts a bakery in this city. “I knew
this woman as Agnes Maxwell,” said
Mrs. Erwin yesterday, ‘“but I do not
believe that that was her right name.
She wae a. very pretty girl, about 18
vears old, when I first saw her. Shé
was.short and dark complexioned and
always dressed in a neat manner. She
lived with Young some time in Ja-
maica 'Plain, but about 11 years ago
Young and she quarrelled, and she re-
turned to Nova Scotia.

“I believe that it was after she re-
turned to Nova Scotia that her child
Fred was born. She returned to Bos-
ton. in a few years, and the last I saw
of her was about four years ago, when
she came in to tell me of having met
May Ward.

“In-"November,

1903, Young rented

“two rooms from me on Mt. Vernon av-

enue and installed Hope Young as his
house¥eeper. The child Minnie Ward
was with him, and Hope Young had
with her a two-months-old baby. They
remained until the following April,
when Elmer left because we could not
agree., I had taken the child Minnie
away from him because of the cruel
and abusive treatment she received
from Hope Young, but on his promise
to give her proper care he was allowed
to care for the child again.

- It was last July that Hope Young
went to Digby with the child Minnie
Ward, and the last I saw of the child
was the previous April. Hope Young
always appeared to me to act rather
silly.”

MONCTON, June 21.—Moncton has
seldom been so profoundly moved as
it was this evening when it became
known that Rev. Father Meahan, who
for twenty-three years has been pas-
tor of St. Bernard's Roman Catholic
church, had passed away very sud-
denly in his room at the Presbytery.

Father “Meahan had been in poor
health for two or three years past and
spent the greater part of the winter
with Bishop Casey of St. John visit-
ing Rome and the Holy Land. He re-
turned much  improved and set about
with his old-time vigor in the work of
the church, which included the erection
Of a home for: children and aged people
on St..Mary's Hill, to cost forty or
fifty thousand doéllars. e ‘had been;

Yabyut-town: as usual t6diy,” anc at U
this afternoon. made a sfek call, re-=

tiring to his room with instructions
that he be caled at 5 o’'clock, it be-
ing his intention to ‘attend the banquet
at St. Joseph’s College this .evening.

Father Meahan was about 53 years
of age. He was born in Bathurst, N.
B., and adopted in this diocese about
twenty-seven years ago, just before
his ordination. He spent a little over
three years in the Cathedral here. Dure.
ing that time he was remarkable for
his plety -and zeal, and especially for
the interest he tcok in the young men
of the city. During that time he also
taught about one year in the old@ aca-
demy that stood behind the cathedral.

where he has been for nearly twenty-
three years. Moncton was at that time
a rather insignificant parish. It had’
a small and poor church.’ Since then
the parish has grown to very consid-
erable proportions .and Father Mea-
han’s zeal for both the temporal and
spiritual welfare of the people seem-
ed to expand acgording to the needs
of the growing parish. - The magnifi-.
cent church of St. Bernard is a strik-
ing monument to that zeal.

Father Meahan was the son_of the
late John Meahan of Bathurst, who
rcpresented Gloueester for many years.
While in Gloucester he studied under
th: now famous Dr. George M. Park-
in. He went from there to St.
Joseph’s, where he spent six years,
and thence proceeded to Grand Sem-
inary in charge of the Sflpician Fath-
ers, at Montreal, where he took the
full theological course and was,ordain-
ed by the late Rev. Archbishop Fabic.
He came at once to St. Jehn. In 1896
Father Meahan first visited Rome, and
in 1902 he purchased the MecSweeney
homestead on Mountain Road, now
known as St. Mary’s Hills, for the pur-
pose of commemerating hig silver jubi-
lee by building a home for orphans
and aged people. He legves several
brothers and sisters. One of his broth-
ers i8 a priest in Holy Cross Order in
Montreal. Mrs. Henry White of Bath-
urst, is a sister, and two other sisters
live in Bathurst.
