PASSING EVENTS

TTHE decision of the Supreme Court
of the Dominion in the Manitoba
Schonls case has been announced. Itis
given in the form of gnswers to certain
questions submifted to the court by
the Dominion government, and cover-
ing all the points involved. The de-
cision is to the effect that the govern-
ment has no power to interfere in the
matter on behalf of the Catholic minor-
ity in Manitoba and in answer to thir
appeal, to affor | redress from injustice
alleged to be suffered unler the pre-
sent Manitoba school law. This is not
the unanimous judgment of the ocvurt,
for the judges are divided in opinion,
three to two. Chief-Justice Btrong
with Judges Tascheresu and Gwynne
support this decision; while Judges
Fournier and King take the oppsite
view and hold that the gov mment
possesses & constitutional right of in
terference. [n order that our resdems
may the better understand the present
situation in respect to this vexed ques
tion, we quate from the Bt, John Sus &
brief history of tle matter which

The Manitoba achool act was passed
in 1890 with the strong oppesition of
the Roman Catholie population and of
a considerable portion of the Anglican,
includiog the Bishop of Rupert's Land
It was almost immediately pat into
operation. The minurity appealed to
Ottawa for disslluwance and at the
aame time appealed to the courts
-ginﬂ. the measure. It wus claimed
that the act was invalid because it vio-

Itis certain that France
ir not elated at the spectacle of such an
alliance between her direst‘enemy and
the nation which she had fondly re-
garded as her dearest friend. It is more
than suspected that the mood of the
French people to-day toward  Russia is
quite in contrast with that rapturous
joy ‘with which, a few months ago, they
received and feted the representatives
of that country’s naval powers. The
treaty with Russia is ascribed largely
to Emperor William. It is in accord-
ance with the old Bismarckian policy,
and not unlikely may have had some-
thing to do with the reconciliation be-
tween the kaiser and the ex-chancellor.
If the result of the commercial rela-
tions into which the two countries are
entering prove mutually advantageous,
it will of coume tend to maintain
friendly relations between them, and
thereby strengthen the probabilities of
continued peace in Europe. It is

THl-: Anarchists continue active in

Europe, and Paris, since the execu-
ion of Vaillant, has been more or less in
astate of terror. Bombs have been set
in different hotels. In one case an ex-
plosion oceourred, seriously injuring
tliree pemsons, one of whom has since
died. In another the homb was discov~
ered and an explosion prevented. In
these cases the plots of the Anarchists
haye been directed against the lives of
certain Commissaries of Police. Their
schemo was to set a bomb in a roony of
an hotel and then send s message to
the commissary which would cause
him to visit the room, when, on his en-
trance, it was supposed the bomb would
explode with fatal effect. In neither
casea, however, was the plot successful.
The police have made & number of ar
rests, but it does not appear that any-
thing very definite has been ascertained
in regard to the perpetrators of the out-
rages. Sham bombs have been found
by the police in dertain quarters,
whether placed by anarchists or by
practical jokers doés not appear.
Paris is said to be panicstricken.
Everybody carrying a parcel is suspect-
ed, and watched by the police. Ifany-
one is seen carrying a metal hox be is
presumed to be an anarchist armod
with an infernal machine. A man,
carrying a tin box under his arm and
declining to open it at the command of
a policeman, was arrested. The box
was opened and found to contain paints.
London, too has had a mild excitement
over the explosion of abomb. This, how-
ever, seems to be a case of an anarchist
being “hoi t with his own petard.” A
man named Bourdin was found by the
police in Greenwich Park terribly man-
gled by the explosion of a bomb which
he had been carrying. He lived but a
short time after being removed toa
hospital. The man is known to have
been an anarchist, Just what he in-
tended to do with the ipfernal machine
which caused his deat], is not certain,
1t is supposed that he Had designs upon
the Observatory. The governnient and
the London police continue to pursue
the policy of taking little notice of the
demonstrations of the anarchists, so
long as they do mot proceed to actual
violence, believing that harsh meas-
ures would but win for them notoriety
and sympathy. But the police keep n
vigilant watch on all their movements.
