Sir Edward Grey, Secretary of For-
jelgn Affairs, supported the bill. He
said there was ample evidence that a
wvery large section of the women of
the country had shown by constitu-
ftional means that th vored the en-
dranchisement of their sex. Militancy
he characterized as “the inconsiderate
and criminal conduct of a small body
of representative individuals - with
whose outrages the law had dealt and
ought to deal severely.”

Lord Robert Cecil, advocating the
%ill, contended that to vote against it
because of militant outrages would be
utterly illogical and unworthy the
high standard or intelligence claimed
by the members of the House of Com-
mons.

NEW REGULATIONS FOR
EMPLOYMENT  AGENGIES

Will Come Directly Under Dept.
of Immigration—New Set-
tlers Will Be Given Fair
Treatme

Ottawa, May 6—Hon, T. W. Croth-
ers, as acting Minister of the Interior,
has obtained an order-in-council bring-
ing all employment agencies having
dealings with immigrants directly un-
der the immigration branch of ‘the de.

artment. Such agencies are to be
jcensed annually by the department;

' the licenses to be revocable on the
order of the superintendent of immi-
gration. The new regulation provides
against false representations by the
employment agency as to labor, oppo!
tunities, etc; requires each ageney to
keep & record of the business done
with immjgrants, and .requires that no
position be offexed except on a written
order given within two months by the
prospective employer,

The charge for each position sup-
plled is limited to a dollar, and the
agency is forbidden “to charge more
than the actual travelling expenses.
The penalty for a violation of these
regulations is a fine of §100 or. impris-
‘onment for three months.

This action has been taken following
numerous complaints of unfair treat-
ment of immigrants by some employ-
ment agencies. The department in-
wvestigated these complaints and prov-
@od them to be well founded.

HON. MW

Finance Minister Exp_ects Mint
Will Handle all Canada’s
Gold.

AMERICAN' SILVER
HAS BEEN DEPOR

Since Arangement Has Been
Made = With - Banks New
Brunswick Has “Sent Back”
$72,000 of American Coins.

Ottawa, Ont.,, May 6—At the open;
ing of the House this afternoon, Hon.
Frank Cochrane confirmed the report
that F. P. Gutelius has been appoint-
ed general manager of the Intercolo-
nial. A

Hon. Mr. White then moved the
second reading of the bill to amend
the Mint Act and in so doing gave
further details of the operation of
the mimt, and of gold and sllver pro-
duction in Canada.

The total gold production of 1912,
he stated, was $12,500,000, of which
the Yukon supplied $5,600,000; Brit-
ish Columbia $5,000,000; Ontario, $1,-
745,000. The mint pays for gold
$18.95 per ounce of standard fineness.

The silver production of Canada
was 81,900,000 ounces, valued at $19,
000,000, Of this Cobalt supplied 29,-
000,000 ounces. The mint purchased
685,000 ounces of silver from the
United States at 59.2 to 64.5 cents an
ounce, and 70,000 ounceg from Cobalt
at 59 3-4 to 59 7-8 cents @n ounce.

Mr, White statéd that the refining
at the mint would be enlarged and he
hoped that in a few years the mint
would be able to handle the entire gold
supply of the Dominifon. The demand
for silver in Canada, however, was
not likely for a considerable period to
meet the.supply. Since the arange-
ment was made with the banks for the
deportation of American silver, Mr.
White stated $6,097,000 had been sent
back to the United States,
cost the government $48,000, but in
view of the seignorage on Canadian sil-
ver the transaction was highly profit-
able. Of the total amount of silver
deported $2,200,000 went from Ontario;
$1,684,000 from British Columbia; Man-
itoba, $780,000; Quebec, $760,000; Al-
berta, $323,000; Saskatchewan, $180,
000; Nova Scotia, $82,000 and New
Brunswick $72,000,

Sir Wilfrid Laurier urged on the
finance minister the desirability of re-
fining all our silver in Canada.

Mr. White assured the opposition
leader that the matter had been un-
der consideration. There wara difti-
culties, however, especially the lack
of a sufficlent market in Canada.
There was no difference of opinion as
to the desirability of the steps.

In reply to J. J, Hughes, of Prince
Edward Island, Mr. White stated that
the coinage of British sovereigns had
been 'allowed to fall off since we had
our own gold coins.

The bill was given a third reading.

MAKES CHARGE

Ottawa, Ont., May 6—The discussion
of the Naval Aid Bill ‘was resumed for
the first time in a month this after-
noon and W. M. German of Welland,
the first Liberal speaker, came for-
ward with an amendment to the sec-
ond clause of the measure which pro-
vides for the appropriation of $35,000,.
000 to be expended to increase the ef-
fective forces of Britain on the seas.

Apparently Mr. German had endeav-
ored to combine two separate speeches
on the subject., First he argued that
the money for the augmentation of the
imperial fleets should be voted und
the Laurier Naval Service Act, which
provides for a' Canadian navy and de-
clared the Borden Naval Aid Bill ab-
solutely unnecessary. He concluded,
however, by moving an amendment to
the measure which he had condemned
88 unnecessary.

His amendment called for the strik-
ingrout.of the tlanse: e for an
appropriation of thirty-five million dol.
jars for the purpose of immediately in-
creasing the effective naval forces ef
the Empire and for the substitution
of the following “Upon appropriation
being, from time to time, voted by pa
liament, there may be paid, from and
qut of the Consolidated Revenue Fund
of Canada, a sum not exceeding thirty-
five million dollars for the purpose of
speedily increasing the effective naval
forces of the Empire.”

Hints at Senate Action.
