Queen Anne was the last to observe
this ancient custom. In 1712 she an-
nounced in the London Gazette her
intention to touch publicly all suffer
ers from the king's evil who might
present th lves. Many th d
responded on Jan. 9, 1713, and again
on Jan. 9, 1914. Anne, the last of the
Stuarts, died on Aug. 1, 1714, and one
of the first acts of her successor,
George 1., the first of the House of
Hanover to sit on the English throne,
was to abolish the old custom of touch
ing for king's evil.
Edward the Confessor was resonsi-
ble for inaugurating the crude super-
stitution that the laying on of royal
hands could cure the king’s evil,
which was then one of the great
scourges of the English people. The
first observance was on Jan. 9, 1058,
and that date was kept ever after-
ward. The was continued
with occasional lapses, by the Nor-
mans, the Plantagenets, the Lancas-
ters, Yorks, Tudors and Stuarts. Dur-
ing the quarter of a century of the
reign of Charles 1L no less than 92,
107 persons were touched by that
monarch; and, according to Wiseman,
the king's physician, nearly all were
cured Dr. Wiseman certainly belied
his name.
When the house of Hanover began
its rule over England two centuries
ago this year, medical sclence has
made sufficient progress to dispel the
fllusion that any constitutional morbid
condition such as scrofuls could be
cured by any such means. Hygienic
