The prisoners were
two German reservists who were in
McAdam endeavoring to secure pas-
sage to the Fatherland. It is under
stood that the men had been in Syd-
ney and had travelled to McAdam
with the hope of getting across the
border into the United States and
thence to Germany. &hey were held,
however, by the authorities at Mc-
Adam and the military authorities
here notified,

The two Germans, when seen in the
Union station last night, appeared to
be quite husky, and as they marched
out of the station between armed sol-
diers they held their hands high and
appeared to be quite contented to be
regarded as prisoners.

They will be held here by the mili-
tary authorities until orders are re-
celved from headquarters regarding
their disposal,

T.F. Dwyer, homie from
Convention in Winnipeg,
tells of action taken —
Communicated with gov-
ernment.

T, F. Dwyer, of West §t. John. vice-
president cf the Bread and Cake Man-
ufacturers’ Association of Canada, ar-
rived home on Wednesday, after at-
tending the annual convention of the
assoclation at Winnipeg, on August 17,
He says that one of the most import-
ant matters dealt with at the conven-
tion was a careful consideration of the
probable effect of the war in connec-
tion with the price of wheat, and con-
sequently the priceg of bread stuffs.

The proceedings at the meeting, he
says. showed that the manufacturers
were distinctliy averse to raising the
prices of the products of grain except

consideration of the whole matter, a
resolution was pased in the following
terms: 4
“Belleving that the deplorable war
in which the empire is engaged has
been forced upon us, and no choice
left us but to unsheath the sword, wel
place on record our loyalty and devo-'
tion to our country and believe that
one of ihe best ways for us to show
this is to co-operate with the govern-
ment by, insofar as the price of our
materials will permit. not taking ad-
vantage of speculative conditions by
unduly advancing the price of bread,
the staple article of diet, so that the
burden which the empire now has to
bear will not be increaged accordingly.
“This convention has observed with
regret the unsuccessful efforts of spec-
ulators in = advancing the price of
wheat; believing, as we do, that with
the large crop in the country to the
south of us, and our prospective crop
here, there is absolutely no cause for
