Estimates of Military Experts Place Dead

Petrograd, via London, July 6.—Nearly half a million Austrian and
Germana have been put out of commission since Gen. Brussiloff began
his great advance a month agoe today.

The grand total of prisoners to date s, in round numbers, 235,000,
of which 4,500 are officers.

Without the actual figures regarding the dead and wounded, careful

. estimates by military experts, based on the best information, place the
latter at 200,000 to 220,000. The Austrians predominate overwheimingly

* among the prisoners, but among the dead and wounded It is said that
a fairly large percentage are Germans. The German losses in stop-
ping the Russian advance on Kovel, and in counter-attacks made in solid
ranks, were enormous. The booty captured reached incalculable fig-
ures. It Is figured that 250 guns of various sizes, and upward of 700
machine guns is a conservative estimate. . In addition, vast quantities
of ammunitions, supplies and transports have fallen into the hands of
the Russians.

NEW BODY BLOW IN EAST GALICIA.

The success of Gen. Letchitzky’s advance west of Kolomea, where
he had cut the raiiroad into Hungary at Mikuliczyn, is emphasized as a
new body blow to the Austrian defense of East Galicia. Northwest of
Kolomea his troops are within ten miles of Nadzorna, well to the rear
of the Austrian right flank, facing Tarnopol between the Stripa and
Slota Lipa rivers. On the extreme right flank of Brussiloff's front the
Russians are viclously attacking the Germans at Ozartorysk and Kolki.
They have broken through several lines of the enemy’s fortifications
here, threatening the flank of the German  positions before Lutsk.
These successes have considerably lessened the pressure on the Rus-
slan centre in that district.

In the French. re-
sume of June 8, when the losses were
approximately known, it is set forth
that Great Britain lost four per cent
as regards ships. The Germans, on
the other hand, lost ten per cent.
“The British, from the viewpoint of
personnel, lost seven per cent, while
the German losses totalled forty-three
per cent. If figures mean anything
these speak for themselves, The clos-
ing of the German ports and the var-
ious measures which have rendered
necessary for what the Germans term
military iderations are el
of the losseg they have suffered, and
in spite of their abllity to wage war
with pen and tongue, quite apart from
other weapons, the battle of Jutland
has found them out.

Honor to England's Fleet.

“Our own losses are naturally a
heavy blow to many in this country,
but everybody who has any concep-
tion of the meaning of this great war
|understands that there is no position
- 'where fate cannot touch you, and the
«|place of honor must always bes given
to England’'s fleet ever since the Duke
of York and Mr. Secretary Pepys
formed and constituted this country’s
navy.

“All officers of the fleet coped well
with the magnitude of the operations,
Those who actually were in the con-
flict ‘were dazed by the noise. If you
have not heard the thunder of a bat-
tle ship's guns you cannot imagine
what it is like. I cannot give you any
idea on paper. It is one of those in-
describable things. Incidentally it
must be borne in mind that the Ger-
mans were in close touch with their
base and far more in touch with their
communications by visual and other
means than wireless. Therefore, un.
. |doubtedly the report of the battle was
issued by the Germans before any
facts could really be known. There
is also no doubt that Admiral Jellicoe
was most desirous of avoiding the
_|giving of the kind of information
which the Germans are in the habit of
dispensing.

“Our destroyer work was magnific-
ent. In one case the first four destroy-
ers in a line attacking the enemy were
blown out of the water one by one,
but the fifth got through with three
torpedoes. Finally even the whole of
her upper works was blown off by the
blast of the big guns of the ship she
was attacking,

“This was a predominant note in our
destroyer work—to get there, in con-
tradistinction to the German destroy-
ers, whose attack was always well or-
ganized, but failed in nearly all cases
owing to the half-hearted manner in
which it was carried out when losses
were suffered. 8o far as I saw no Ger-
man destroyers got into close touch
with our fleet, except by accident.
They always turned tail, and ran at
the critical moment.

The weather became unfavorable, |

hoetted against a clear horizon to the
Germans, whose ships were mostly ob-
scured by mist.

Between 5 and 6 o'clock the action

continued at 14,000 yards on a north-
erly course, the German ships receiv-
ing very severe punishment, one bat-
{le cruiser quitting the line consider-
ably damaged. At 5.85 o’'clock the Ger-
mang were gradually hauling eastward
and receiving severe punishment at
the head of the line, probably on in-
rformation from their light cruisers

Vice-Admiral Beatty reported the
position of the German battle fleet al
615 o'clock. Vice-Admiral Jellicoc
then formed the line of battle, Vice
Admiral Beatty meantime haviny
iformed the battle cruisers ahead o
the: battle fleet, and the fleets becam
engaged. During the deployment th
Defence and Warrior were seen pas
sing between the British and Germa
fleet under heavy fire. - The Defenc
disappeared and the Warrior passed t
rthe rear, disabled.
