Hon Mr. Flem-
ming’s latest journey will inevitably re-
call another he once made—when he jour-
neyed part way in the private car of a
C. P. R. magnate.

This is only c¢ne out of the many
valuable collections in our midst.

History of the SBociety.

In 1862 some citizens who were inter-
ested in mature, and saw the necessity of
establishing means of teaching the people
to appreciate the beauties of nature, held
a meeting in the Mechanic's Institute to
form a society for such a purpose. At
the first meeting forty-two members were
enrolled, including J. W. Lawrence, Wil
liam Jack, W. P. Dole, W, H. Perley, R.
P. Starr, H. W. Frith, Dr. L. B. Bots-
ford, Dr. Matthew, Professor C. F. Hartt,
afterwards head of the geological survey
in Brazil, Mr. Justice Parker, and C. K.
Fisk. Dr. Botsford was elected president;
M. H. Perley, vice-president; Kdw. Alli-
son, treasurer; R. P. Btarr, secretary; L.
W. Frith, corresponding secretary; and
Dr. G. F. Matthew, librarian and curator;

and W. P. Dole.
