The time of grace having expired, the 
Government of Newfoundland has an­
nounced that it will foreclose the mort­
gage which, by the terms of the charters 
extended to the ocean cable companies,it 
holds npon the properties and business 
of the cable when the charters expire. 
The matter has been made a political 
question in the Province, and the cable 
stock-holders have used every effort to 
elect men favorable to regranting their 
charter», but without succès 4. The pas­
sage of the coble monopolies into the 
bands of the Government of Newfound­
land opens the way for competition in 
ocean telegraphy, and makes the reduc­
tion in prices a certainty. The terms of 
the charters give the cable to the Govern­
ment at their actual value, which Is esti­
mated at $160,000, and the purchase will 
be a favorable one, for the business pays 
a dividend upon a million dollars of 
stock.
