Tracers of this Association shall consist of a President, 
Vice-Presidents, a Recording Secretary, a Corresponding 
Secretary, a Treasurer, Librarian, and a standing Committee, 
comprising as far as possible members of each evangelical de­
nomination, all of whom shall be chosen annually by ballot.

ARTICLE VIII.
DUTIES OF OFFICERS.

It shall be the duty of the President or one of the Vice-Pre­
sidents to preside at all Public meetings of the Association.

It shall be the duty of the Recording Secretary to notify the 
members of the time and place of meeting, attend the same, to 
notify all Officers of their election, and to keep a fair and 
plcrte record of the transactions of the Association.

The Corresponding Secretary shall be the organ of the Asso­
ciation in its conference with other societies, and shall retain 
copies of all letters written by him.

The Treasurer shall collect and pay all monies of the Asso­
ciation under direction of the Committee, shall keep a correct- 
account of the same, and shall report, whenever required to
