“Lastly, I say I verily belleve this peti-
tion was presented and filed and served for
the purposes of extortion ouly, avd that the
petitioner has no case upon the merits.”
Coupling this distinet and solewn state-
ment made upon oath by an officer of the
court with the argumeunts he had already
urged, he hoped the court would grant the
rule for which the respondent prayed. The
wotion was, in the alternative, for a rule,
either that particulars should be supplied
within a certain time, or that cause should
be shown ou the nect motion day why the
petition should not be dismisved.

Neither the petitioner nor the eo-respon-
dent were represented by counsel, this being
an ez parte application by the respondeat.

The Judge-Ordinary—The courts of this
country, and this court among them, are
opea to all suitors; but it is a very reason-
able principle that a suitor who brings other
perscus into a court should proceed with
reasonable expedition to bring the matters
at -issue io the suit to trial.  If that is a
fair rule in other courts, it is especially fair
in the Divorece court, wherein suits are in-
stituted and charges are made whieh involve
the reputation of those who are dragged in.
to the oourt to answer them. It is there-
fore, clear that the court cannot for a mo-
mcot tolerate any want of reasonable expe-
dition on the part of a petitioner. = In this
case the court is asked to make aa order
that the petitioner be %igmi”ed_ on the
grouud that vertatn particulars whieh have
been ordered have not been delivered. I
think that branch of the application alto-
gether unfounded. The course which the
case has taken is this :—The petitioner hav-
ing filed his petition, the respondent, who
alone makes this application put an answer
upon the file and applied for no particulars.
[t she bad applied for them they would have
been ordered as of course, as it is the uni-
versal practice of the court to order them
when the charges ure as general as those.
But not having asked for them, the respon-
dent cannct now eomplain that they have
nct been given. The co-respondent, before
filing an answer, did apply for particulars,
and accordingly on the 17th of Nov. an
order was made that particulars should be
given of the time and place where the adui-
try eharged was alleged to have taken place.
Nince that order was made the petitioner has
delivered no particulars, aod has taken no
steps in the suit; and, although the respon.
dent cannot complain of his not giving par-
ticulars, I think she has a right to complain
of his not having taken any step in the suit.
It is for hiw to go on with the suit, and if
the order for particulars stands in his way
be should eomply with it, and furnish partic-
ulars, or show why he is unable to do so.
The respondent has, I think, a right to say,
“Give the partieulars if you can, iut if you
canoot you have no right to keep the suit
hanging over my head for an indefinite
time.” I think, thercfore, that irrespective
of the order for purticulars, the court has a
right to look and ought to look at the time
which bas elapsed since the suit was cow-
wenced and to say to the petitioner, “You
wust either go on with the suit or show
cause why you do not.” Qo these grounds
[ am wot prepared to grant a rule to show
cause why the petitioner should not go oo
with the suit : and, io the alternative, why,
it he does not, the petitioner should not be
dismissed. Cause will be shown on the
pext motion day. As to taking the petition

Geological Survey ot Canada.
[No. 1]

In a previous paper we gave a brief sketch
of the different geological formatioas in Can-
ada, according to Bir Wu. Logun's late
work on the “Geology of Canada,”” and nam-
ed some of the localitics where these forma-
tions shewed themseives. We then stated
that in a series of short articles we would
condense the subject of the chapter on
“keonomical Geology,” in whieh those min-
erals found in the Provinee, and which was
susceptible of economieal application, are
deseribed, and the places of their cecurrence
pointed out. We had boped that before be-
giuning these the Atlos, which is to acecom-
pany the volume lately published, and
which will be of sueh value to the student
of Canadian Geology, would have appesred ;
but as some months must elapse before its
receipt, we cominence to-day a briet sketch
of the

METALS AND THEIR
CANADA,

The principal metals and ores of great
economic value which are found in Canada,
are iron, lead, oopper, viekel, silver, and
gold. Tbhe first two of these will forn the
subjeet of the present paper, which is but
the briefest outline, and chiefly in Sir Wil-
liam's own words, of the very interesting
and valuable chapter referied to above, The
ores of iron of economic importanee are, the
magoetic oxyd or magnetic iron ore, the red
bematite or oligist ore, and the limonite or
bog-iron ore. Of these the most abundant,
as well as the most valuable, is the magoet-
ic oxyd or magoelite, which is attracted by
the magoet, and hence its name, Itisiron-
black in color, sud gives s black powder.
When pure it consists of 72,4 parts of iren,
sod 2/.6 parts of oxygen. Ria ore is
found on'y in orystalive or metamourphic
rocks, that is, roeks altered by the setion of
beat, aud thedeposits of it in Canada oceur
in the Laurentian series, ¢r in the erystal-
line rocks of the Eastern townships. Amongst
the many loealities in whieh it abounds, are
the townships of Grenville, Hull, South
Crosby, South Sherbrooke, Madoe, Miarmo-
ra, and Belmont, In Hull there are large
deposits, some of which were opened in
1854, by Messrs. Forsyth & Co,, of Pitts
burgh, Pa, for the supply of their furssces
ut that place, whep it was used in eonnee
tion with the iron from the ores of that re
gion, It was shipped by the Rideau Canal
to Kingston, snd- thenes by the lakes to
Clevelsnd. Up to 1857, about 8,000 tons
of the ore had been exported, when the

ing of the Newborough mine in Bt.
mby which sfforded grester fasilities for
shipping the ore, the Hull mise to
be ubandoned. The bed in South Orosby
is some 200 feet thick, and has lately been
mioed also for shipment to Pittsburgh.
Dusing 1858 and 1 sbout 6,000 tons
of it were forwarded thither. Some of the
magnetie ore found in 8. Sherbrooke has
been used for lining the besrths at M.
Gzowski's iron works in Torents. The
ore from Mado when swmelted yields ‘excel
leot iron, It is blask, See and
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owaships belon ineipally to the
Hematite, whi'oig:o':lle of the forms assum-
ed by the rous peroxyd of iron.

It is calied red hematite from its dark-red

and earthy appearance, When it ocours in
scaly masses made up of small erystalline
scules wit h a metallic lustre, it i» known as
micaceons iron ore, while the varieties offer-
fag distinet erystals or large orystalline faces
are known by the name of specular iron,
from their brilliant metallic lustre. = When
in this state, it is dark steel-grey, or even
iron-black in eolour ; and granular varieties
sometimes resemble magoetite, but are dis-
tingnished by their red powder, and by
being slightly or not at all attracted by the
magnet. Deposits of this ore have been
found in the townships of Macnab and Bris-
tol. The name of iron Island has been giv-
en to an 1sland ia Lake Nipissing from the
large amount of red hematite found there.
In the townships of Hutton and Brome
large beds of iron slates are met with, speoi-
mens of which have been found to contain
70 per cent of peroxyd of iron. These slaty
iron ores found in the townships, though
less rich than the eres ot the Laurentian
series are still safficieatly rich to be smelted
with profit, calcareous matter being needed,
however, as a flux, owing to the
presence of silex. Some of thbis iron has
been taken from Brome to Tioy, in Ver-
mont, to be smelted with the magnetie iron
of Troy.  Small quantities of sitanium are
frequently found in these ores, an -element
which has fouod to render iren pecu-
liarly fitted for the manntactare of steel.
This 8ir William Logan thinks may give a
greatly inereased value to these ores. This
varicty of iroo occurs also in some of the
stratified rocks and is of all ages, so- far not
in workable quantities in Canada.

Limoate or bog iron ore is mueh softer
than the two former kinds aud affords water
when heatelin a glass iube, and henee be-
longs to the class called hydrated peroxyd of
iron. In its purest state it consists of 85.6
peroxyd of irom and 14.4 water in 100
parts. It is never crystallized, but often
fibrous in structure and sometimes forms
concretionary masses, Bog iron ore, which
is of receat formation, and is found at or
near the surfaee of the soil, is widely dis-
tributed throughout Canada, and is an im-
portant article. It is found in various local-
ities on the shore of Lake Erie, esp-cially
in the townships of Charlotteville, Middle-
ton, and Windbam. A smeiting furnace at
Normandale was formerly supplied with ore
from Charlotteville, where it was mined in
different places. It occursin the township
of Bastard, and alro in several townships
on the Ottawa. 1o the Eastern Townships
bog iron ore occurs in considerable quanti-
ties in Stavbridge and in Farnbam. The
ore from Staobridge was formerly mined and
carried to Allurg, in Vermont, where it
was smelted. It has teen found in Ascot,
and other townships, and also in abundance
in several of the seigniories on the south
baok of the St. Lawrence below Quebee.
The 8t. Maurice Forges in the vicinitiy of
Three Rivers were for more than a century
supplied with beg ore collected in that vicioi-
ty. In the fourth range of the fief St.
Ktienne is a marsh covering about twelve
huodred acres, from which during the
dry weather of rummer a good deal of ore
was cxtracted a few years since. And be-
tween the St. Maurice and Batiscan rivers
important deposits of this ore have been
found and taken to the St. Maurice forges.
Bog iron ore, is in fact spread along the
north shore of the St. Lawrence in eonsid

erable quantities, extendiag from Montresl
—wmedy wv Quovou. MEDY ur vuceu dTpusiLe

have been Jong known, and the furnace for
smelting was established in St. Maurice ag
eurly as 1737. In 1831, these forges gave
work to two or three hundred persons, and
were fumons for the fine quality of their

castings, aud also for superior wrought iron.-

Tbey were ubandoved 1a 1858, owing to
the growing scareity  of ore and eharcoal
in the vicioity. The Radon forges were
erected a few years ago at Batisean, in the
Bieguiory of Cap de la Madeline, and are sup
plied with ore and chareoal from the adja

oent seigniories. The erude ore is brought
to the furnaces partly by the workmen of
the company, and partly by the farmers on
whose land it is found. It is washed to free
it from adbering earth and then yields from
40 to 50 per cent. of metal, about 2,000
tons of cast iron being now produced asnua-
ally from between 4,000 aud 5,000 tons of
ore. The number of workmen employed at
these forges varies from 200 to 400, aceord-
ing to the season. The ehief manufacture
of the company, has of late been east iron
wheels for railway cars, for which it is well
adapted. Wrought iron is also made here,
aod 2 rolling mill has also teen erected,
which furnishes iron for the manufactare of
scythes and pail rod iron. Limestone,
which is used as a flux for tl.e ore, is found
in the immediate neighborhood. Although
comparatively little has been done for turn-
ing to alvantage the iron of Canada, it will
thus be seen that a beginning has been made
at several places, ‘and Sir Wm. Logan
observes, we possess in the erystal

line ores of the Laurentian rocks and in the
iron slates of the Eastern Townships inex-
baustible supplies of rich ores of this
precious metal, which may compare with
those of the United States or with Sweden.
It is from these magnetite and red hematite
ores reduced by charcoal that the finest iron
of the world is manutactured ; and it eannot
be doubted that skiiled labour and eapital
will one day make the iron mines of Canada
great sources of nataral wealth,

LEAD.

The only ore of lead met with in Canada
is the sulphuret of galena, whiek, when pure,
contains in one hundred parts 86.6 of
lead, sed 134 of sulphur. This
is found io many loealities on Lake Super-
ior, as at Prince’s Mine, Thunder Cape and
Pointe des Mines, where it ooeurs in emall

uantities, in veins, often sssociated with
de (sulphuret of zine) and with iros
and copper pyrites. Beveral veins eoutain-
ing gaiens are met with in the townships of
Beiford, Lansdowne, Ramsay and Fitzroy,
in all of which shafis have been sunk and a
certaio amount of lead obtsised. Small
quantities of galena have been fouad in the
black ealesreous shales of the city of Que-
bee, and associsted with the ores of eopper
at Acton, Upton and Asecot. These ores
eontain very little silver. More argentifer-
ous , however, bas been fousd in
small quastities in quarts veins on the
Chaudiere and near Lensoxville; also in
8t. Armand pear Cook’s Corpers. Galena

You will aleo be iavited to comsider the
expediency of providing for sush improve-
ment of the canals constructed to ebwiate the
natural impediments of the  navigation of
the Ottawa River as will it is believed, with-

Mr, Harvey, we under-
stand, has discharged his duties as Secretary
aud Treasurer, faithfully and honestly, and
it does seem rather hard that be should be
discharged without a fault being alieged
against him. As to Mr. Brooke, his remov-
al is utterly unwarrantable, and has caused
a feeling of indignation throughout the
whole community. In ali his iateroourse
with the public as Railroad Manager, Mr.
Brooke has been universally respected and
esteemed, while his able and skilful manage-
ment secured for him the confidence of his
employers. A more deservedly popular
Railroad Manager it would be difficult to
find in Canada, and the new company have
committed a grave error in dispemsing with
his services, Alex. Morris, Esq., is one of
the new Directors, and when remonstrated
with in regard to these unwarrantable whole-
sale dismissals, be rejlied that the parties
were not in the employ of the Board when
he became a Director. Of course they were
not, as they were instructed just half an
bour previous to hand in their resignations.
We understand that the new Board in+--~
