The study, to investigate
various aspects of housing for
the physically handicapped,
began December 1 and is being
conducted by the Handicapped
Housing Society of Alberta,

The society, which held the
review meeting, is comprised of
handicapped persons who want
to participate in the planning,
programming, development and
eventually the administration of
& housing development.

The study is expected to
take four months.

The idea .of a housing
development is the top priority
of the Handicapped Housing
Society which will be sponsoring
the Ability Fund in Edmonton
from January 15 through unti]
February 15, 1974.

The Ability Fund, formerly
the March of Dimes across
Canada, was awarded to the
housing society by the Alberta
Rehabilitation Council for the
Disabled.

The theme of the campaign
is “by the handicapped....for the

handicapped.”
The goal of the 1974

campaign for Edmonton and

surrounding area is $100,000.

The housing society is
unique in its participation in the
Ability Fund in that it is the
only group in Canada with
handicapped people themselves
directly involved in a major fund
raising campaign.
