Dr. Smith Gives
Address

Dr. A. J. M. Smith of Michigan
State College delivered the Found-
er's Day address. Intreduced by Dr.
Alfred G. Bailey of the U. N. B. His-
tory Department, Dr. Smith present-
ed an informative paper on the
Fradericton poets.

Mentioning the valuable records
in the Archives of U. N. B, Dr.
Smith added that the University
could hecome a centre of research
in social history if the studentis
were trained to use these records.

Praising the excellence of the
Fredericton poets, Dr. Smith spoke
of the grandeur associated with the
city and with the University. Trac-
ing the development of poetry in the
province he mentioned Jonathan
Odell (whose satires in snpport of
the Loyalist cause are now largely
forgotten) and quoted a few stanzas
of a poem’written on June 4, 1777,
honoring the bhirthday of King
George III. This early poctry, he
said, reflected a rigorous classical

-{raining and an absorbing interest
in political and social matters.

Tracing briefly the use of educa-
ticn and the intellectual currents
from the time of Odell to the period
of the seventies and eighties, when
Carman and Rokerts appeared. the

speaker added: “In these Frederic-
ton poeis one cbserves that a form
of expresgion of varying intensity
and varying clarity has been given
to such real intangibles as the Tory
spirit, the Loyaiist tradition, Cana-

Dr. Pacey

The weekly meetinz of the 8. C.
M. took the form of an informal
discussion, led by Dr. Pacey, on the
encouraging and discouraging fac-
tors at work today as far as
Chritianity is concerned.

Among those things believed to
be discouraging was & naive scrt of
anthropomorphism which makes
God into a “kindly old gentleman
with a long white beard.”

Another tendency which seems to
be detrimental to Christianity is
tlie inerecasing attempt to escape
from the prohlems o: thé' day into
a sort of ccmforting emotionalism
whick overemphasizes the other
worldiness of the Christian menss-
age.

The Youth For Christ Movement,
which has been very successful,
was cited as an example of the wave
of fundamentalism which is sweep-
ing the continent- A literal inter-
pretation of the scriptures com-
bined with emoticnalism could be
disastrous the group believed- Dr.
Pacay pointed cut that decisions
made under the hyprotic influence |
of music and powerful preachiug
were likely to be transitory and un-
real  The conveit, he said, must be
told the trath and must be prezented
with an iatellectually reputable
religion if his experience after con-
versicn is ro%t to be like that of

Quit Rent Is Paid

The paying of the guit rent took
place in the truditional manner at
the Founders’ Day ceiebraiions held
in the Memorial Hall Tuesday even-
ing, February 19. This quaint rit-
ual was carried ont in accordance
with an agreement made by the Col-
lege of New Brunswick ir 1300 to
pay one penny annually to His Ma-
jesty King George III. and his suc-
cessors forever. Dr. Miiton Gregg,
acting for the University, presented
the money to the Lieutenant Gov-
ernor, Hon. D. L. MacLaren, who
received it on behalf of the King.

The prcgram for the evening open-
ed with the academic procession.
Then Dr. Gregg introduced an unex-
pe-ted visitor, Dr. W. 7. Ross ¥Flem-
ington, Presideat of Mount Aliison,
who spoke brielly on the purvose
gerved by the two sister universities
in New Brunswick and humorously
referred to the friendly rivalry be-
tween them.

His Honor, the Lieutenant Gover-
nor delivered a short addreass. Aftler
expressing his pleasure in speaking
to the group as representative of
King Gecrge, he sketched the origin
of Founders’ Day ard paid tribute to
those who did s» much in the early
years of U. N. B. He congratulated
the University on having ahie l2ad-
ership in Dr. Grezg and the Facuity.
To the students who served in the
armed forces he extended his best
wishes fer their success in univer-
sity life, affirming his confidence
in their ability to overcome diffi-
cult obstacies. To the student body
in general he expressed his best
wishes.

Joseph Margelian then surprised
and delighied tne audience with a
witty monelogue ¢n the Founders of
Uil B,

Foilowing this, a portrait of Dr.
Edwin Jacob, Vice-President of
King's College from 1829 to 1860,
was unveiled by the artist, Robert
MacGregor.

Last week there was set up on the
campus, a new committee which 13
to be more or less an employment
bureau. A job is not obtained for a
student, but enly the names of pros-
pective employers are given ouf o
the 'studert, he has to do the rest.

Many students have asked why
the regular lists of employers and
jobs which heretofore have been
posted on the bulletin board have
aot tris year been posted. Reason:
In yoars gone by the students have
applieq for jobs which they are not
suited for but which have an at-
tractive remuneration. Also, many
students from U. N. R, have written
to all the 2mployers cn the sheet
with the vesuit that the employer is
swamped with applicatiuns and that
consaguently seme students have
gone without techaical jobs.

The function of the Bureau is to
interview students and then to give
them names of employers that have
jobs suited for ¢en..
