Wednesday, September 30, 
1981, 1,000 students marched 
from the SUB to the 
Legislature Building, booing 
the Centennial Building as 
they marched past. They also 
were protesting proposed tui­
tion hikes.
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The protest in 1968 was a 

larger affair. More students 
participated and it lasted 
longer. The day began with a 
boycott of classes, although 
students who wanted to go 
were not prevented from do­
ing so (as is the case f^r 
unionized picket lines). At 
1 30 in the afternoon students 
left the Old Arts Building, 
marched down University 
Ave., and headed directly for 
the Centennial Building. 
Speeches were made by stu­
dent leaders on behalf of the 
schools they represented. As 
time wore on most left, but 
by 9:00 p.m. there were six­
teen students staging a sit-in. 
They remained there through 
the night and into the follow­
ing day when some food was
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
