It is too long a matter to deal with in a
letter but I hope to be able , when we meet, to bring you
round to my point of view. £ ^

My only fear is that toe great publicity/may give

to the Trades Unions a false impression of the results and aims 
of our Board and therefore I am, as far as possible,avoiding
all publicity. I know that I can confidently rely upon
your treating this letter as a purely private „ne,and any
information it containszas personal to pcurself.
