During tlie present year the legislative 
committee of the club took up with the 
Honorable the Minister of Justice, at 
Ottawa, the amendment introduced to 
Section ÜHü 15 of the criminal code, 
whereby the penalties for the theft of 
motor cars have been increased to such 
a basis as to deter offenders in Unit di­
rection in future. The committee also 
suggested to the Minister a slight addi­
tion to the original Section ‘JS5 15 in so 
far that the places from which a motor 
car might be stolen could be a little 
more clearly defined.

The club lias taken strong action to 
put a stop to motor car stealing and, 
with this object in view, has voted a sum 
of money for the special purpose of pro­
secuting persons caught stealing cars be­
longing to members of the dull. A so­
licitor will lie instructed to look after 
prosecutions and to press for the heaviest 
penalty on conviction.
