Mr. Holtermann—We are now touching

cases where, in a mistake years ago, I
sold foul brood to other parties, and then
made it right as [ best knew how,
afraid of foul brood.

had cases, and from what I know of it
from my own experience, and from what
I have seen a great deal more in others,
[ would say what every bee-keeper and
bee journal wants to do is to make every
person thoroughly afraid of it.

Dr. White has said that there are cases
where we cannot control the causes, as it
were. That is, if " y neighbor has foul
brood the stronger my bees the more
likely I am to have the disease

I have
somewhere like four hundred

colonies,
and 1 have said time and again that if
the cisease should break out to any ex
tent in my apiary I would simply throw
up the job; it would cost me thousands
of dollars to cure that disease, and there-
fore I have very good reason to be thor-
oughly afraid ‘of it. With all due re-
spect to these gentlemen who have spo-
ken, and whom I agree with in many
things, I do not agree with the sentiment
of not being afraid of the disease knewn
as foul brood.

Mr. McEvoy—On this question of treat-
ing the disease, if you have got a lot of
nice white comb over diseased colonies,
and these have wire foundation, they are:
very valuable, and you do mot want to:
destroy them if you can help it. If you
have been afraid of foul brood, turn the
cloth back and let the bees clean those
combs out clean and dry and they will
be perfectly safe, and the greater amount
