‘months ago the Winnipeg office wired
Neild 4o go down there and in his
absence they found everything going
along all right, so when he left there
to return two plain cloethes men were
sent out to trap him, and marked let-
ters were mailed a short distance up
the line from here, and one was put
on at McDowell near Prince Albert.
On the arrival of the train north,
Neild and his assistant were taken
direct to the post office from their
ear and Neild was searched, and in-
s de his clothes money out of the
marked lettets was found. His grip
was then opened and cheques and
money orders were discovered. Some
of these he had in his possession for
several months. - Many letters had
not even been opened. This grip was
the one he had  faken to Winnipeg
and, it was in - the presence of the
hea.d officials of the department, so
that he had his nerve with him all
the time.
