London, Feb. 12.—A Tokio despatch

We were startled one 
morning at. daylight, by being boarded 
by a boatload of hunan soldiers. A 
great flotilla of them were going North­
ward. Their boats were unpleasantly
crowded and they were batching all the 
boats they could so as to have a little 
more room for themselves, 
persuaded at last to let us alone, and, 
like pirates as they were, they made for 
the next boat they saw, leaving us in 
peace. The children were much stir­
red up. We reached home safely the 
next day.
