IIOW TO SEW FURS.

In case any lady wr.iiis lo make 
over a fur garment, she can do so by- 
following these dittcUons : When 
ever she wants to cut her furs shc 
must mark out on ihe skin side wi h 
cha k, and cut it wuh a sharp knife, 
not letting it cut right through at 
firs , and then puil ihe piece apart, 
finishing the cut very delicately so 
as not to pull the fur. On no ac­
count mus' scissors be used, as lhey 
will cut ihe fur on the outside in 
s|>i'-e of the uimost precaution. 
When it is a 1 cut the edge, to be 
sewed are brought together and 
moistened, and sowed overhand with 
waxed cot-on thread. Silk cals the 
skin. When ihe seam is sewed it 
ehcti d he laid fur side down an a 
hoard i.r.d seam again moistened, 
and pi cased fiat by rubbing it with a 
bed, or some oilier smoolh-surfaeed
