This by-law caused Magistrate 
Jclfs some trouble this morning, but he 
finally decided that tracts did not come 
under this head. Henry Jones, 70 Kelly 
street, and Henry Mulley, 183 John 
street south, were charged with break­
ing this by-law and both, pleaded not 
guilty. 1*. (’. Hill said that the men 
were distributing tracts on Barton 
street yesterday, and as he saw some 
of them thrown on the ground he took 
their names and had summonses issued. 
The defendants did not think that 
tracts were named by the by-law. and 
the blue book was produced and the 
clause read. The Magistrate admitted 
that he did not see his way clear to 
finding them guilty, but he thought the 
by-law should be amended so as to take 
in tracts, the object being to keep the 
streets free from papers, etc. The case 
wa.s dismissed.

For stealing two vests from Abraham 
Rubinowitz, Kdward Scott, a Bethel 
Mission boarder, was sentenced to two 
months in jail. The defendant said he 
found the vests in a parcel in the road, 
and, as lie did not know who owned 
them, had tried to sell them.

THE LIBERAIS.

Postponed Annual Meeting Will 
be Held on [une 10.

The postponed annual meeting of the 
Hamilton Liberal Association will be 
held on the evening of Thursday, June 
10, in the Liberal quarters, Arcade 
building. The committee to which was 
referred the task of revising the con­
stitution so as to provide for reorgani­
zation on the delegate convention prin­
ciple has brought in its report, which 
has been considered by the executive 
and which will be submitted at the com­
ing meeting. The new constitution pro­
vides for the holding of the annual 
meeting in November, as heretofore, so 
that the officers elected in June will 
have only five months to serve before 
the next annual meeting.

Three months or so ago it was an­
nounced with no little display by Toron­
to papers that the Otis-Fensom Eleva­
tor Company, of this city, intended re­
moving to Toronto and there greatly en- 
larging its operations by the addition of 
a' large foundry. Mayor McLaren said 
nothing, but he soon knew exactly how 
tilings stood and at once put the case 
in the hands of the Industrial Commit­
tee, knowing that Hamilton could offer 
better facilities than Toronto. The In­
dustrial Committee took the matter up 
without delay, and finding the company 
in every way fair^and reasonable, and 
ready to deal with the city, negotia­
tions were at once begun with a view 
to retaining the present large concern 
end securing the new foundry business. 
Complete success has attended the com­
mittee’s efforts. From the outset the 
company met the city representatives 
in a perfectly frank way, told them ex­
actly what their business requirements 
were, and expressed themselves quite

satisfied not only to retain the present 
plant, hut to establish the additions 
here if those requirements could be met. 

"They asked tlie city for no concessions. 
The great difficulty was to secure suf­
ficient land in the right spot with the 
necessary rail and water facilities. The 
negotiations which followed overcame 
all difficulties.

The company has purchased twenty 
additional acres of land northeast of 
their present factory, which gives them 
28 acres in all. This gives them all the 
shipping, foundry and factory facilities 
desired, and they have placed with Ar­
chitect Charles Mills instructions for the 
erection of a warehouse 200 x 100 feet, 
to be followed by the erection of a large 
foundry. While the Industrial Commit­
tee gave valuable aid in securing land, 
it was ail done without cost to the city.

The company has, ever since establish­
ing in Hamilton been looked upon as 
one of the best of concerns, it now 
gives employment to 300 hands and this 
number will be doubled when the foun­
dry is built.

POWERS OF THE 
BOARD OF CONTROL.

Aldermen Think the By-law Is In Danger- 
Fire Department Appointments.

Some of the aldermen say that the 
Board of Control by-law is in danger of 
being defeated a week from Monday be­
cause the powers the new body will have 
arc not generally understood by the 
ratepayers. Briefly the duties of the 
controllers are these:

To propose an estimate of the propos­
ed expenditure of the year aud certify 
the same to the Council for its consider­
ation. The Council shall not expropriate 
or expend any sums not provided for 
in the estimates or supplementary esti­
mates, without the affirmative vote of 
two-thirds of the Council. This does not 
apply to debentures or any liability 
lawfully contracted.

To prepare specifications aud award 
all contracts and call for tenders. The 
Council shall not, auless on a two-thirds 
affirmative vote, reverse or vary the ac­
tion of the board, when the effect 
would be to increase the cost of the work 
or give it to another tenderer.

To inspect or report monthly or oftener

to the Council on the progress of 
j all municipal work, 
j To nominate to the Council the heads 
I of all departments and sub-departments 
_ in the case of vacancy and any other 

permanent officers, clerks or assistants,
• appointed by by-law. Without a two- 
I thirds affirmative vote of the Council 
! no appointment can be made without 
I this nomination, although the" recora- 
j inundation can be referred back for re- 
! consideration on a majority vote of the 
! Council.
J To dismiss or suspend any head of 
; a department and forthwith report such 
; action to the Council. No officer dismise- 
j ed can be re-instated except by a two- 
: thirds affirmative vete of the. Council, 
j In the absence of any by-law of the 
! Council prescribing the mode of ap­

pointment of sub-ordinate employees the 
board may legislate as to their appoint­
ments and duties.

The Board may from time to time sub­
mit proposed by-laws to the Council and 
amalgamate departments. The board 
also has power to appoint a secretary.

The Council has power to impose up­
on or assign to the board additional du­
ties as it may see fit. The Council on »
