The majordomos in charge of the 
ditches have been forced in most case» 
to mount strict guard over the acequiae 
to see that in no case is the water wast- r 
ed and that every landowner gets 
enough but no more than is needed to . 
tide his crops over the drought.—Albu­
querque Citizen.
