“Their principal aflvantage is their original
cost, which is so considerably below that of
the broader (4ft. 84in.) guage both here and
in Norway.” In Queensland 200 miles of
3ft. Gin. lines are now in operation, and
some 250 miles more are in pro . Mr.
Fitagibbon, the Chief Engineer to the Gov-
ernment says in his report: “It was found
on calculation of the quantities of work that
the cost of the line with 4f. 8jin. ‘u-%e,
would exceed that of the 8Rt. 6in. guage by
more than threefold.” This is of course an
extreme case, as the country was exceeding-
ly diflicult, but the estimate was fully borne
out by the result. The New South Wales
Railways of 4ft. 84in. guage cost very much
more than those of Queensland. The item
of per way alone ding by £834
per mile. The Victorian Railways of 4ft.
din. cost £28,000 per mile more than
those of Queensland, or in other words the
cost of one exceeded the cost of the other
sixfold on the lighter section and threefold
on the mountain inclines. Owing to the
skill and energetic management of Mr. Fita-
bbon who and constructed the
whole of the lines, and his success in the
battle against the broad guage advocates,
Queensland, above all the Australian Colo-
nies, has a system of Railways adapted to the
