SIXTY MINERS
DIE IN EXPLOSION

Dust Causes Explosion in Mines in
Birmingham---Rescue Work
Slow.

Birmingham, Dec. 16—Advices to-
night from /Yolande indicate that
about sixty men met death by an ex-
plosion in the mines early today. The
work of reseue is slow. While theve
are hundreds-of miners from the ad-
jacent (‘dlll])s present to assist, it is
thought all the dead cannot be brought ,
out bLfme tomorrow. Only twelve bod-
ies-have been - recoversd up ‘to ‘day-
light. Nearly one hundred men were
in, the mine at the tinie of the explo-
sion. -

The cause of the explosion has not
been officially determined, but it is
supposed to have been caused by dust.
For two hours after the explosion it
was impossible to venture near the
mouth of the mine so hot was the air
that rushed out. The terrific force of
he o\plouon blew out dust and timb-
ers in great quantities and destroyved
many small buildings near the land-
ing.

Officers of the mining company im-
mediately organized a rescue party
and got men below the surface. With-
in an hour fourteen men crawled out
of the mine. Their description of the
interior conditions 'is appalling. Sev-
eral of the men were severely
burned.

Unfamiliar Overtures of the
Great Composer.

Berlin, Dec. 21.—Following the re-
cént resurrection of Richard Wagner’s
unknown opera, “The Wedding;” Ger-
