GOVERNMENT WILL
MAKE BRIDGE SURVEY

Interview Yetserday Between Repre-
sentatives of Edmonton and
Strathcona and ‘Members of the
Provincial ..Cahinet — Provincial
Authorities ‘Will Build .Central
Bridge if High-Level Traffic
Section Abandoned.

The provineial government, in res-
ponse to a request from a delegation
representing the cities of Edmonton
and Strathcona, that waited upon
the members vyesterday afternoon.
have promised to proceed at once
with the preliminary work for the new
central bridge, which is to be located
near the power-houses of the two
cities. It is proposed to locate the
bridge somewhere between the ends
{of Fourth and Sixth streets in Ed-
monton, The government yesterday
promised that a survey would be
made at once for the most suitable
location. Plans and specifications
wonld be made and an estimate pre-
pared of the cost of the proposed
bridge. These will be ready before
the first of February, and all that
then remains to be done will be to
call for tenders for the structure.

bers of the ecabinet did not feel justi-
fied in expending $100,000 towards the
high-level bridge, as already promis-
ed, and also a similar amount to-
wards the proposed low-level bridge.
If there is no possibility of coming
to an arrangement with the <C.P.R.
regarding a traffic section on the
high-level bridge, or if the cities are
willing to -abandon the high-level
trafiic feature, the local government
will ‘be prepared to build the central

| bridge as asked for by the cities,

In response to a request from Mayor
McDougall, however, the cabinet pro-
mised to have a survey made and
plans, specifications and an estimate
prepared at once. This ‘will mean a
big step towards the construction of
the central bridge.

By thé time the plans are ready and
the probable cost is known, the cities
will see if the C.P.R. are going ahead
with the high-level bridge this coming
wwinter. If they are not, there is a
strong probability that the cities will
abandon the C.P.R. and ask the gov-
ernment to proceed with the work, as
tney have promised to do.

The conference was a very satis
factory one to the delegation, who
have ascertained the views of the
government upon the ibridge ques-
tion. The interview will also be
the means of showing the Canadian
Pacific that. in order to retain the
promised aid of the cities and the
1ocal and federal government, they
must get busy at once, else the high-
level traffic feateure will be aban-
doned.

After the discussion ' a ballot was
taken in which 67 votes were cast for
Dean Farthing and 20 for Dean
Evans. This makes it evident that
the trend of lay feeling has been
changed considerably since the last
meeting of the synod a month ago.
when Dean Farthing had the ma-
jority by a substantial number in
three lay ballots. No new candidates
r| were named this evening.

The proceedings of the synod open
tomorrow with a service in ~Christ
Cathedral. - -There is every
indication that the eleetion of a
bishop will be one of the most pro-

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WHEAT GROWING
700 MILES NORTH

Over 18,000 Bushels Produced in Fort
Vermilion District—Sold at
$1.25 Per Bushel.

From Fort Vermilion, in the
Peace River, seven hundred miles
north of Edmonton, to Vosges, France.
is a’ jouwrney which is being wunder-
taken by Leon Eauclaire, who has
been a resident of the far nerth for
sixteen years. After having spent
a few days in Edmonton, he left this
morning for Quebec, fram which city
hé“sails on “Décenbe
pool and on to his
France.

To a Bulletin representative yester-
day, Mr. Eauclaire told a. fascinating
story of life on the Peace River, illus-
trating his tale by many photographs,
which he had taken in anticipation
of his-trip.

Settled Thirteen Years Ago.

“I left France with some Roman
Catholic missienaries for: the North-
west when T was in" my seventeenth
year,” said Mr. Eauclaire, in remark-
ably good English. “We landed at
Halifax, struck across the continent.
and proceeded for the Mackenzie
River. Returning I setting at Fort
Vermilion, thirteen years "ago, and
have been farming there ever since.”

“How is the settlement . progress-
ing?’ Mr, Eauclaire was asked.

“The farmers, not only the whites,
but the hali-breeds, many of whom
are turning from trapping and paying
attention to farming, have had fairly
good crops this year. That the crops
are not the best is due to the poor
seed available’ this year and to t}_w
dry spring, when there was no rain
for many weeks. I left before thresh-
ing had made much progress, but
then between 15,000 and 18,000 bushels
of grain had been threshed. The best
of the grain was bought by the Hud-
son’s Bay Company at $1.25 per
bushel. ;

A Good Dairy Business.

It is intensely interesting . to hear
Mr. Eaucliaire talk of conducting a
good-sized dairy 700 miles nerth of
this city. About two years ago he
felt the need of good dairy stock and
made a journey to Regina, where he
secured two Ayrshire cows and a bull.
He brought these “by rail to Edmon-
ton. and from here drove them over-
land -to Fort Vermilion in the middle
At times ‘on the Peace
hadto.dig through four feet

the pure-bred stock as & beginming,
Mr. Eauclaire now has a good dairy
herd, which enables him to supply
large quantities of butter to the Hud-
son’s Bay Company for their, posts
along the Peace River.

What Makes the Settlement.

“The Hudson’s Bay Company at
Fort Vermilion,” coptinued Mr. Eau-
claire, “is a market for more than
the farmers of the district can pro-
duce. Our grains, vegetables and
dairy p’oduets are all marketed at
the post, from where they are dis-
tributed to.the outlying posts of the
company. In the distriet there arc
now some twenty binders, three
threshing outfits, three saw mills, t\\'<~
planing mills, three shingle mills,
two flour mills and two stores, - one
owned by Revillon Brothers and the
other by the Hudson’s Bay Com-
pany, whose store there is the best
they have on Peace River.”

: Fine Series of Photos. ;

Mr. Eauclaire takes a great deal of
enjoyment in showing the large col-
lection of photographs which he has
made. He has photographs of bhis
farm, showing the neat build.ngs,
the well-kept fences, wheat and oat
fields, with the binder at work, and
his herd of dairy cattle. In . the
collection there are also magnificent
views of the Peace River, of the set-
tlements at Fort Vermilion and Peace
River Landing and of the diﬁl)l't"nf
types of settlers and hali-breeds. The
landscape shows the country to be
level with large wooded areas here
and there.

At the

native city - in

settlement are the Roman
Cathélic and the Protestant mis-
sions. Here the half-breed children
are sent to school and taught to speak
English. The Roman Catholic school
at Fort Vermilion has about fiity
scholars.
A Month on the Journey.

“How long did it take you to make
the journey to Edmonton?”

“My man and I came up the Peace
river in a canoe to Peace River Land-
ineg in 12 deys. While at the Land-
ing a heavy fall of snow came and
we went by bob-sleight to Athabasca
Landing in 15 days more. From the
Landing it took us two days longer
to reach Edmonton.”

While inthe city Mr, Eauclaire saw
Hon. Frank Oliver, minister of the
interior, about seenring the patent for
his homestead. He was able to closc
with the department and get an entire
settlement before leaving for France.
He stated that only part of the land
along the Peace River is surveyed,
but a great deal eround the settle-
mants has been taken up by half-
breeds. A-Domin.on land agent from
Lesser Blave Lake will be goting to
Fort ¥ermilion in the spring to muke
entries of all claims in that district.

Mr. Eauclaire will spend a year
in France before returning to Fort
Vermilion.
