Queen Alex-
andra, apart from her efforts in con-
nection with the Field Force Fund,
of *“which she is the patroness, sends
packages to some. regiment every
week for distribution among the men,
Princess Victoria supports her meo-
ther in this work, and gets a large
guantity of material made up entire-
ly at her own expense at one of the

*Girls’ Guilds with which she is as-

sociated. The Queen, meanwhile.
continues deeply interested in the
steady progress. of her own Work for
Women Fund, which very soop will
reach £150,000.

AUSTRIAN EMPEROR AND ITALY.

From Venice I am told that as-
rangements were being . made more

than a” week ago by agents of the
Emperor Francis Joseph for the re-
moval from the Villa d’Este at Tivoli,
which is about' one hour’s journey
from Rome, of many relics belonging
to the Austro-Hungarian Imperial
family, and especially to the late
Archduke Franz Ferdinand, the mur-
dered heir-apparent. The villa, which
always has been considered one of
the most beautifully situated in Italv,
has for years been untenanted and
open for occasional public inspection,
and the proposed removal of the re-
lics associated with: the Hapsburgs
is regarded as sifinificant in Italy.

“PRZEMYSE.”

The fall of Przemysl was a great
triumph for the Russians, but it was
a defeat for the London newsboys. |
noticed that the boys on Ludgate Hil:

Austro-Hungarian Governments is
already regarded as imminent. It is
said to have been plainly pointed ont
to the authorities in Berlin that the
Dual Monarchy, having already so
much-of its territory occupied by
Russia, has suffered, or is suffering
enough, without making territorial
concessions to conciliate Italy, and
Baron Burian, the Austro-Hungarian
Chancellor, is asserted to have blunt-
ly told the German Imperial Chan-
cellor (Herr von Bethmann-Hollweg)

WAR BONUSES ALL-ROUND.

The extension of the war bonus
system has now reached trades not
directly affected by any increase'in
income the struggle has brought. The
great and continuing rise in the price
of the necessaries of life is being
recognized by many large employers
before it can be put to the use of
agitation for a higher wage, and the
movement seems ‘likely to spread.
One great shipping company, whose
“liners” were “commandeered” for
Government transports the moment
hostilities began, has gone beyond
most firms in this regard, for in giv-
ing a war bonus of at least 10 per
cent. to all in its employ, with a
higher rate for the lower paid, it has
made it retrospective, and has dated
NI Jo9M .

GERMAN INVASION OF SWEDEN.

The reported request of the Ger-
man Government that well-to-do fam-
ilies should where bracticable, move
teinporarily into neutral countries,
and so relieve the food supplies, ap-
pears to have been promptly acted
upon. A Swedish correspondent,
writin;g from Stockholm, tells me thai
during the last three weeks there
has been a moticeable irruption of
wealthy German families into Goth-
enburg, Stockholm, and many of the
sea-side watering places, and that i
consequence the price of food has
gone up by about 25 per cent. Unless

this invasion is on a very large scale

PROMOTION FROM THE RANKS.

Sir John French’s practice of mak-
ing new officers in the field army bv
promotions from the ranks, will b2
recognized as marking an important
stage in the historical - development
of the British Army. . It would not
iave been the policy of a General in-
lissolubly married to the traditional
nethod of officering. The . appoint-
nents have sometimes been a matter
»f necessity, though it is notable that
he German authorities have prefer-
‘ed under-staffing their regiments to
:he alternative of promotion from the
anks, in spite of casualties among
rfficers probably greater than those
»n the British side. Even if the old
rend of British military practice is
1gainst Sir John French’s policy
-here is reason.to believe that he in-
‘ends to persist in it. It is a field
policy, and it will be time later on to
~onsider how much effect it should
have on the system of offi-
cering in peace time. It is worth
noting in connection wifh this ques-
tion that the official report of the
“rench Government on the first six
months of the war points out that the
French army has a superiority over
the German in being able to draw
more upon the ranks for its new offi-
cers owing to the social as well as to
the military constitution of the army.
It is a common practice for a young
Frenchman who seeks a mihtary car-
eer as an officer but who does not
pass the examination at St. Cyr, to
enlist’ as a private with the definite
intention of passing into officer’s
rank”through the door of practical
experience. The French Army recog-
nizes this kind of career as a normal
feature of its system.
