CONCILIATION POSSIBLE.

LONDON, Oct. 1.

While delegates of the transport
federation were assembling to-day to
decide whether 325,000 workers they
represented should go out in sympathy
with the striking railroad men of
Great Britain, government officials re-
port on the situation issued at noon
announc 1 a continued improvement
in actual conditions. The train ser-
vice had been bettered a communique
asserted, more than eight hundred
trains having been run yesterday, in-
clusive of those in operation in sub-
way service. Additional railroad men
have returned to work, it was declar-
ed. Arrangements have been made
to replace bus men and tramway men
should they strike, the statement an-
nounced. It was added that.mowve~
ment of food was proceeding remark«
ably well. J. H. Thomas, railway-
men’s leader, on entering the trans-
port federation meeting said he was
still using all his influence to con-
ine the dispute to the original partici-
yants. Enormous crowds gathered
»utside Caxton Hall ‘whereithe trans-
port conference was being held.
Whenever any of the delegates show-
ed themselves they were asked by
onlookers how proceedings ‘were go-
ing. Most ' of the delegates %o ‘ap-
proached expessed opinion that con—l
ciliation was possible. \

THE STRIKE SITUATION.

LONDON, Oct. 1.

Organization of food and transpert
service by the government resumpt-
ion of war time rationing has proved
most effective and has worked smooth-
ly. The Food Ministry announces
that there is a general reserve of flour
sufficient for two or three weeks and
there is a plentiful supply of bacon
and margarine. The government has
made an earnest appeal to the people
to observe the economy in c¢oal and
petrol and to avoid the use of automo-
biles for pleasure riding. If this ap-
peal does not bring general response,
use of private cars will be prohibited
and petrol will be sold only on license.
Horse racing has been suspended in
England and Ireland because of the
strike. While the majority of Lon-
don morning newspapers continue to
urge the necessity of the public sup-:

strike to a finish and emphasize the !
cheerfulness with which the country!
is bearing present inconvenieence.
