It was written on 
pieces of wrapping paper, nothing 
letter being procurable, and mailed 
without stamp, which he was also 
enable to procure.

Bloemfontein, S. Africa,
March lGth, 1000.

Miss Kate Burgar,
Mt. Salem P. O., Ont.

Dear Sister Kate—Received your 
welcome letter some two weeks ago, 
lot have been unable to answer it 
properly. I wrote you a few times, 
all the paper I had, but as you can 
»ee, I have obtained some Bloemfon­
tein writing material and will en­
deavour to write you a few lines as 
to our movements and whereabouts 
We arrived here yesterday about 
Boon and have had a good night’s rest 
and a good feeding, and feel like a 
*aw man . We have been marching, 
Very warm but when we got here the 
Boers were fleeing before us like so 
many sheep, unable to got a position 
lefore our artillery would force them 
©n. As \ ou know this is the capital 
of the Orange Free State and I think 
flat the back hone of the Boers is 
Iroken, and their cake is dough in 
the Orange Free State. We hear 
that Kruger is sueing for peace, but 
•f course we cannot tell whether it is 
true or nor. We are lighting with 
the pick of England’s army. Lord 
Boberts is with us all the time,I mean 
with our division, and made us a 
splendid speech just aftor the battle 
cf Paardeberg. He said England was 
yery proud of the way the Canadians 
had shown their patriotism, and said 
he had cabled Lord Min to of our 
victory. I don’t know how long we 
will be here, we may yt t have to 
HHreh to Johannesburg, but hope not, 
hn it is an awful trial on one’s con- 

ration to march fifteen and twenty 
mi ns day after day and do it on three- 
ij rter rations when full rations are 
b idly enough to satisfy one’s appetite

. id a great feed day before y ester
x ; eleven of us were posted on an 

- - xrvatiou post some miles from the 
»n body and of course we were 

y 4 and hungry as usual, so the 
«wrpora! in charge said to me, ‘Hiram, 
yon can go and try vour luck on one 
©fthose spring bucks,” a spvciv.s of 
doer quite plentiful here, although 
very hard to get near, as they are 
very skittish and shy when they see a 
man. I took up my rifle and started 
eat. I had to walk about half a mile, 
when I came in sight of a big beauty 
lazing along the top of a little rise. 
Berdid not see me, so I began to work 
myself in good shooting range. So 
well did I succeed that I had got 
within live hundred yards of the deer 
and he was still ignorant of my near­
ness to him. Fearing he would see 
me if I approached closer, I loaded 
the rifle and took a good steady aim, 
and then let him have it. To my 
snrprise he jumped in the air and 
then fell to the ground. He got up 
»?ain but fell down the second time. 
The third time he got up and fell 
down, I made a rush for him. When 

k hr saw me he made a desperate effort, 
M>r>vDg to his feet, and then made off.
I put another shot after him but 
missed him. I followed for I knew he 
could not go very far. I followed 
him about half a mile, when a negro 
@aw him and headed him off. The deer 
Saw it was done for and fell to the 
ground. When I got up to it I found 
I had shoe him through the hind leg 
and stomach; he was almost dead, and 
io stop his misery I put a bullet 
Sbrough his head. He had a beautiful 
pair of horns and skin. I tried to 
drag him back to the post but he was 
loo much for me, so I had to go back 
and get a couple of the boys, who 
went out and carried him in. If we 
did’nt have a feed I don’t know the | 
reason why. We skinned and dressed j 
lira and had some of him to eat in 
less than au hour. Pretty quick work, 
wasn’t it Kate. We have to take turns |

at going in town here, ray turn hasn’t 
come yet, so I have not seen much of 
the city, although it looks very pretty 
from our camping grounds, and the 
boys say it is real nice inside the 
stores. They are all filled with lady 
clerks; the men have gone to war I 
guess. Everything is very dear 
here, in fact it is almost impossible to 
buy anything eatable except canned 
goods.

All the Brantford boys are well and 
hearty. Mr. Gustiam, the band­
master, joined us last night. He was 
left at Belmont when we left on 
account of sickness, but is well now. 
I suppose you have heard a good 
description of the battle in the news­
papers, so I will not say anything 
about it here. Will draw this little 
epistle to a close for this time, Hoping 
to hear from you soon, I remain as 
ever,
