Trade at the markets the past week 

was fairly brisk, and the quantity of 
produce offered was considerably over 
that of the preceding week.

The only lines that there were any 
material change in prices were 
potatoes and poultry, which were a 
little lower. For oats and hay, prices 
were higher.

Grains—That there is going to be 
* lot of poor oats, one has only to 
examine some of the loads that are 
brought to the market to see the big 
difference in the quality. Sales are 
made at $1 25 to $1 30 per cwt for 
choice and $1 10 to $1 12 per cwt for 
inferior. Old oats are very scarce at 
$1 50 per cwt. The millers are offer­
ing 80c per bushel for wheat.

Hay and Straw—There is a brisk 
demand for hay as there is hardly 
enough offered. Sales are made at 
$11 and $11 50 per ton. Straw is in 
good demand at $6 50 per ton.

Butter and Eggs—Butter is quite 
plentiful and as there has been a lot 
shipped in from the small towns and 
villages, trade as a consequence is on 
the slow side. Prices are steady at 

. 22c to 23c for crocks, and 24c for 
pound rolls in wholesale lots. Eggs 
are steady at last week’s quotations, 
at 18c per dozen for crates and basket 
lots. Some lots, it is said, were sold

London, Aug. 25. — For the first 
time since Queen Mary reigned In 
England a papal legate will visit the 
British Isles Sept. 9. Cardinal Vin­
cent Vannutelli, a cardinal bishop 
from the Papal Curia in Rome and 
titular bishop of Palestrina, has been 
chosen for the office.

Cardinal Vannutelli comes to pre­
side over the nineteenth annual 
eucharistie congress, the greatest 
Catholic gathering ever held in Brit­
ain. Besides the papal legate, more 
than 100 bishops and eight cardinals 
will participate. The cardinals are: 
Gibbons, of Baltimore; Logue, of Ar­
magh; Moran, of Sydney; Lecot, of 
Bordeaux; Fischer, of Cologne; Mar- 
cier, of Mechlin; Ferrari, of Milan, 
and Matthieu, from the curia of Rome, 
Each cardinal will be accompanied by 
his own suite, and the legate will 
bring a special retinue.

The congress will provide a historic 
gathering of Catholic dignitaries from 
the United States, Canada, France, 
Belgium, Holland, Germany,’ Austria, 
Italy, Spain, Algeria, Central Africa, 
Cape Colony, India, Burmah, Mexico, 
Brazil, Australia and New Zealand. 
Apart from the clergymen, it is ex­
pected that 200,000 Catholics will visit 
London for the occasion.

There will be two English and one 
French section. The religious func­
tions will take place in the beautiful 
Catholic cathedral. Albert Hall, the 
largest auditorium in London, has 
been secured for the general meetings. 
Cardinal Gibbons will celebrate high 
mass Sunday morning.

Frederica last night gave out this 
statement:

“I had absolute confidence In Phil­
lips and was ready to invest $40,000 
or $50,000 through him. We liked the 
‘judge'—we all called him that—and 
had implicit confidence in him. He 
was exceedingly interesting and I al­
ways liked the association of old peo­
ple.

“I have a lot of letters from him, 
in which he told me of a business 
proposition by which I could make a 
fortune out of a small investment. I 
have carefully kept all these letters."

This is an extract from one of Phil­
lips’ letters to Miss Bosch:

“I wish you could come to New 
York, I could give you an opportunity 
to realize $20,000 or $30,000 without 
the investment of a dollar in a legiti­
mate transaction. This may sound 
like a Munchausen tale, but I am not 
talking through my hat. It is strict­
ly confidential."

This was followed up with other 
letters in which Phillips told Miss 
Bosch that a “small amount of money, 
just a few thousand dollars,” would 
be necessary to put the “Important 
deal” through.

When Moxley appeared in New York 
to “protect” his sister-in-law from be­
ing swindled, Phillips took him to a 
faro game. Moxley put in $600 and 
Phillips $300 and Phillips got it all.
