odor like that of a soap factory is 
likely to produce. A lowering of 
energy from any type of odor may 
put the individual into a condition to 
invite disease, but is little likely to 
be the direct cause of contagion. In 
the case of the subway the odor came 
chiefly from the smell of the trap 
rock employed in the stone ballast of 
the roadbed, mingled with lubricating 
oil and gear grease, and combined 
with occasional slight infusions of 
human odor. Disagreeable as It 
might be when long inhaled, there 
was no reason to believe it danger­
ous.—Atlantic Magazine.
