Vancouver, Nov. 14.—(Special)—Tbe 
trial of Smith, accused of murder, lasted all 
day to-day.

THE CASE OF GEORGE DEAN.

No oaae on record in the Australian courts 
bar engrossed public attention to sash a de­
gree as that which for the past six months 
has been in everybody/» -sooutb end 
thoughts. The prosecution of George Dean, 
the circumstances surrounding it, and the 
event» to whtoh it subsequently led, will 
live long in the memory of Australian colo­
nists. The character of more than one of 
the leaders of colonial society was compro­
mised by disclosures—truthful or untruth­
ful, mostly the latter—that were made.

In March last George Dean was arrested 
on a charge of attempting to murder his 
wife by giving her poison. He wae .com­
mitted for trial to April, at the central 
oriminal court, presided over by Mr.
Justice Windeyer. Dean wa« convicted 
and sentenced to death. Tbe jury having 
made a recommendation to mercy, the sen­
tence was commuted to one of imprisonment.
Hie friends, among whom were many gen­
tlemen who were in tbe habit of travelling 
on the North Shore boat, of which Dean 
hs i charge ae master, were of opinion that 
he had been1 convicted on insufficient evi­
dence, and a movement wa started to ob­
tain hie release. Public sympathy was 
aroused, the antecedents of Dean’s mother- 
in-law were raked np, and it wae hinted 
that she and her daughter had oonoooted 
the poisoning scheme in order to get rid of 
Dean by a false accusation. The revelations 
of the second trial just concluded have, 
however, completely demolished the theory,
Dean himself having made an unreserved 
confession of guilt.

The agitation resulted in the appointment 
of a defence committee, and oolieotiona to 
defjey legal expenses were made all over 
the colony. The matter was brought before 
parliament, and the government appointed 
a royal commission to review the evidence 
at the trial, and obtain each new fact» as 
were procurable. The result was Dean’s 
liberation from prison under a free pardon.
Dean wan welcomed book to his old haunts, 
the steamer* to the North Shore Ferry 
Company were decorated with bunting on 
the day on which he returned to duty, and 
he wae banqueted by directors and fellow- 
employes, whilst hii wife end her mother 
were objects of loathing and shame, and sub­
jected to the streets to public oblcquy.

Bnt the tables are now completely turned, 
and Mrs. Dean and her mother have been 
shown to be deserving of sympathy. Dean • 
solicitor, who obtained from him, by a sub­
terfuge, an admission of guilt whilst to jail 
waiting trial, divulged the feot alter Dean’s 
release to e gentleman whose social position 
precluded the exercise to that constraint 
which would have kept the secret secret.
Sir Julian Salomons mentioned it to one end 
another. It leaked out to parliament, and 
then followed explanations leading up to a 
very painful denouement—first the re-arrest 
of Dean on a oharge of perjury, then the 
arrest to his solicitors, Messrs. Crick end 
Meagher end Dean, on e oharge of conspir­
ing to defeat the ends of justice.
