was settled within a period of ten days.

As a result of this notice, Mr. Arms, 
succeeded in getting together another 
conference, and a vain attempt was made 
to settle the dispute and prevent a strike, 
which would involve the tin mills. That 
conference was the one that broke up 
in the Hotel Lincoln three weeks ago last 
Saturday.

In order to be equally fair to the ether 
constituent companies of the United 
States Steel Corporation and accord them 
the same treatment, President Shaffer 
has sent a similar notice to the officers of 
the Federal Steel Co., the National Steel 
Company and the National Tube Com­
pany, giving them the same time in 
which to make any effort they may de­
sire to bring about a settlement, or he 
will put in force this same clause in the 
Amalgamated Association’s constitution. 
It is presumed that the delay in issuing 
the general order will be at least until 
the end of the present week.

On Rivers Inlet the packs of the can­
nera run from six thousand to nine thou­
sand cases, and fishermen were takine 
an average of about 150 fish to the boat 
when the Boscowitz .was there. There 
is any amount of salmon in Rivers In­
let this year, for, the expected large run 
seemingly came alright, after the three 
poor seasons, but the water Is too clear 
to catch the salmon. The water being 
clear and cold the salmon go deep, and 
pass under the nets. Some big catches 
have been made, however, by individual 
nsttormen, and one cage was noted where 
a hshermen made a take of nearly a 
thousand fish. Unable to secure all the 
hsh he bad in his net, he loaded seven 
hundred in his boat, and then cut the 
net to retain the remaining number, but, 
whde he was absent unloading the large 

’boatload of fish, other fishermen found 
the piece of net and relieved it of its 
contents, leaving the empty net for the 
returning fisherman.

■On the Skeenà the run has been poor, 
and as the fishermen are already begin­
ning to take many humpbacks, the sock- 
eye run seemed to be nearing the end. 
The canneries all have small packs, the 
highest being the two canneries at the 
head, the Northern Pacific and British 
American, the latter of which had about 
9,000 cases and the other about 4,000 
cases. Peter Herman’s cannery had 
about six thousand cases, the Windsor 
had 6,400 and Inverness had a low pack, 
somewhere between three and. four thou­
sand cases. Two or three of the Skeena 
river canneries were beginning to put 
up humpbacks.

The daily catch on the Skeena seems 
to vary a great deal, for while one day 
the fishermen manage to secure an aver­
age of about ' one hundred fish to the 
boat, the next day, they may not get 
more than twenty, for the fish are run­
ning intermittently in schools. There 
is no steady run. On Saturday, the 27th, 
the fishermen took an average of one 
hundred or thereabouts to the boat, and 
after the Sunday rest it was expected 
that there would be a large run on the 
Monday, but in this the fishermen were 
doomed to grevions disappointment, for 
while the river was full of salmon on 
the Sunday, when alas the fishermen 
could not fish, there were few running on 
the Monday, and the general average of 
the boats was very low, some boats not 
bringing in more than ten fish. It was 
very exasperating after their varying 
week’s work to see the large schools 
going up uncaught on the Sunday.

The Naas pack is low. The two can­
neries, that at Naas Harbor and Mill 
Bay bave not more than 6,500 cases be­
tween them. Aa Namu cannery, Mr. 
Drainey has little over two thousand, 
but at the smaller cannery at Kinsquit 
the tins are all full, that cannery having 
a pack of about 51000 cases. The fisher­
men who were working for the Ktmsqnit 
cannery are now filling the tins at Namu, 
At Low Inlet the pack has also been very 
low. the cannery there having about 
2,000. At Alert Bay the pack was also 
low, the run there having been very 
poor this season. When the Boscowitz 
went np, a squad of ten fishermen took 
4.000 fish in one day. and it was then 
expected that the fish had- started run­
ning at last after a long wait, but on 
her return it was found that the average 
catch had fallen back to the low num­
bers, a day or two after the big lake.

Owing to the poor run on the 'Skeena, 
a party of twelve fishermen came down 
on the 'Boscowitz en route to the Fraser 
to finish the season fishing on that river.

REPORTS 'BY MAIL.
Ptort'of Spain, Trinidad, July 31.— 

(Correspondence of the Associated 
Press)—The revolutionary movement, 
which has been so long expected in Ven­
ezuela, has just broken out. Gen. Car­
los Rangel Gardiras, formerly president 
of the senate under the presidency of 
Dr. Rojos Paid, rose on the 26th 
against the government of Gen- Oipriano 
Castro. It is said that he has raised 
the standard of revolt to cries of, “Vive 
el Mercho Hernandez!" At the mo­
ment of writing he is near San Antonio 
del Tachira, a town on the boundary of 
Columbia, with 4,000 to 4,500 men, who, 
the Venezuelan government admits, are 
well armed. Detailed accounts cannot 
be obtained, as martial law has been pro­
claimed, and censorship established all 
over the republic. According to official 
advices from Caracas, received last 
week,'the insurgents have already been 
defeated by the government troops.

HAPPY LIBERIA.

Country Peaceful and Progressive—No 
Police Necessary.

London, Aug. 3.—A number of offl 
cials of Liberia have arrived in England 
for the purpose of endeavoring to pro­
cure from Great Britain the right to 
navigate the Magna river which separ­
ates Liberia from Sierra Leone. The 
delegation, which consists of Secretary 
of the Treasury Barclay, Chief Justice 
Roberts and Senator King, who was the 
Liberian commissioner to the World’s 
Fair, have had an interview with Colon­
ial Secretary Chamberlain, and negotia­
tions to secure the desired right are now 
in progress.

Mr. Barclay, who has held his present 
position for about twenty years, said to a 
representative of the Associated Press;

“Liberia is progressing well. Thanks 
to the firm stand of the United States 
and Great Britain we are not troubled 
with European aggression, though to tell 
the truth we are rather afraid of Ger­
many, as she is so patently on the look 
out for colonies. However, I do not think 
she will get a chance to appropriate our 
country. I understand that steps are on 
foot in New York for the formation of 
an American line to West Africa. I be­
lieve it will be an advantageous under­
taking as the oil, timber and such pro­
ducts now used in Liberia and other 
West African countries come from Am­
erica, by way of England. A direct 
service would obviate this miscarriage 
of profits. Return freights are still 
scarce, but with the rapid development of 
the country’s mining interests this dif­
ficulty should shortly be overcome, while 
rubber-is always plentiful. There is gold 
in Liberia, and a company has already 
been formed to develop the mines.

Financially Liberia is progressing. 
One hundred thousand pounds would 
wipe out all her debtiC Considering that 
we have not received any financial as­
sistance except from American-coloniza­
tion, Liberia’s standing compares favor­
ably with that of any West African 
states. We are getting little negro im­
migration from the United States at pre­
sent. Indeed it is hard for immigrants 
to get work, for the natives are willing 

-to work for $3 a month. Later there 
will be plenty of opportunities for those 
cognizant of mining matters. If Am­
erican negroes would take up this branch 
they would have a great future on the 
West Coast, whjré they can stand the 
climate as well as a white man. We 
are working slowly and steadily in the 
endeavor to find a common basis of gov­
ernment for. our civilized and native 
population. The latter number over a 
million. We are endeavoring to avoid 
the mistake so patent in the crown col­
onies around us of forcing our ideas upon 
the natives. A gradual assimilation of 
customs is the only way of dealing with 
the problem, and how successful we have 
been can be judged from the fact that 
we have tio organized police and aften 
we have no organized police and often 
at a time.”

London, Aug. 3.—William 6. Beach, 
Conservative member of parliament for 
the Andover division of Hampshire, died 
today as the result of injuries sustain­
ed through being thrown from a cab yes­
terday evening into thp excavations in 
Parliament street- Mr. Beach ranked as 
father of the House of Commons.
