Columbia River Canners Advance
Quotations and Canadians
Will Follow -

COST OF LABOR, ETC,, HASINCREASED

That is Reason Givén by Packers for
the Raisé—London Market
Uncertain

The price of British Columbia sal-
mon wiil .undoubtedly advance dur-
ing the present Season. Already the
price of the Columbia river pack has
advanced. A  circular. . has just been
issued announeing that one pound
tails will sell at the opening at the
rate of $6.60 per case, an advance

case, an advance of 60 cents and half
pound flats are quoted at $8.40 Dper

case, or 40 cenis advance.

Salmon is about the only staple
food on which priees were not advan-
ced last year, and the action of the
American canners in putting up prices
this year will undoubtedly be followed
by the British Columbia packers.

Discussing the matter a local pack-
er remarked: A

“The increase is a legitimate . one
owing to the increased cost of pro-
duction. Labor of all kinds, white,
Japanese, Chinese and Indian has
advanced while every class of materi-
al used, tin, even to the labels.
has increased in cost. To my firm
alone, the increased cost of produc-
ing the 40,000 cases which we will
probably market, will be anything
from $15,000 .to.$20,000.” . L g

The local packers are somewhat
surprised at the English market not
at once responding to these conditions.

The London deaiers have been
holding off somewhat and recently
an attempt was made to appeal to
the retail trade by the London agents
of two British Columbia companies.
They offered a large ~number “of
cases in fifty case lots but the prices
bid were from three to four shillings
less than the 'market price of the
product.

The vagaries of the London market
are, however, nothing new to ‘the
trade here. In 1905 when the salmon
run was heavy and the output of the
local canneries exceedingly large, the
prices on the London market remain-
ed high. Hence last year when the
run was very much smaller and the
output could not be compared to that
of the year before the demand was
very iight and poor prices were reali-
zed. The c¢onditions here this year
are, however, bound to disappoint the
English dealers: who are looking for

provoked’ the recent @uctions;

The weather for the past few days
has been unfavorable for trap fish-
ing, having been stormy and unset~
tled. It is expected, however, that
if conditions improve the packs at
the local traps will be lifted in the
next day or so. The catches are
mostly of spring salmen. It is not
expected that the sockeyes will run
until the beginning of July. :

The announcement last week of the
provinciai government’s . intention to
take advantage of the decision by the
privy counci. that the provinces may
regulate their own fisheries has not
as yet been followed by an utterance
from the government as to the regu-
lations to. be enforced. There will,
however, be no attempt to collect li-
cense fees from fishermen.

The province .already ' collects two
cents per case on the salmon output
and for - the -present it .will probabiy
content itself with its declaration of

control.

Japanese Completing Station to Con-
nect with Ocean Liners

The Japanese government has es-
tablished a wireless telegraph station
at Choshi, a height near Inuboye light
which is the first land sighted by
steamers arriving from' this -side - of
the Paecific, and ‘late mail advices
bring news ‘of a number of successful
experiments following the establish-
ment of that station. Arrangements

ment of wireless telegraph stations on
this coast, one ‘at Bamfield creek and
the other on Triangle island, which
stands off into the ocean at the north-
west of Vancouver island. Capt. Yard-
ley, who was sent west in this con-
nection, is expected to select the sites.
‘When these stations are ready the- Em-
press liners will be equipped with wire-
less telegraph apparatus by the C. P.
R. Company, and it will be possible
for passengers on the liners to send
messages at least twenty hours before
the arrival of the vessels. .

The experiments.off the wireless: sta-
tions at Choshi and ‘also off the Lo-
choo island stations were ¢tonducted
from the Japanese cable-laying steam-
er Okinawa Maru, belonging to the
communication department. The trial
communications - with  both ' stations
were very successful. The station at
Chossi is situated on an eminence fifty
feet above sea level at the mouth of
the river Tone, and the mast used
is 230 feet high. The officials an-
nounced that the steamers with an av-
erage speed of fifteen knots can com-
municate twenty hours before arrival.

The Japan Gazette says in this re-
gard: The communications department
will order -American liners to instal
wireless telegraphy to open communi-
cation between sea and land in ac-
cordance with the international Wire-
less convention. The rate and regul-
ation will be published upon the rati-
fication of the.convention by the em-
peror.

BULLENS GET A BIG CONTRAGT

Will Repair the Steamer Northwestern
—Wireless Stations for Trans-
Pacific Steamship Service

Two liners sailed for the Orlent
Tuesday, and one is-due inbound to-
day. R. M. S.:Empress of India left
port at 10 a. m. carrying a large num-
ber of passengers, including the Chi-
nese military party sént to represent
China at Jamestown, and the Japanese
liner Kaga Maru sailed about 1 p. m.,
carrying the Japanese military party,
headed by General ' Baron Kuroki,
which represented: Japan. Mr. Hat-
tori, a Seattle Japanese, who is on:a
special mission to Tokio in connec-
tion with the situation that has de-
veloped .with .regard to the treatment
of Japanese on the Pacific coast of
the Unijted States, was also a passen-
ger of the Kaga. Maru. Three wealthy
raw silk merchants of southern Japan,
who have been looking over the mar-
ket in the eastern States, were also
passengers. ‘Both the white liner and
the Japanese steamer had all.the
freight they could carry, mostly flour.

Mr, Hattori, who is on his way to
Tokio, is one of the leaders of the
progressive Japanése of the United
States, who are allied with the Pro-
gressive party in the old country, and
he goes to bring the matter of the
anti-Japanese happenings on the Pa-
cific coast before . the government,
‘which; -it is stated,- the Progressives
hope to overthrow. Mr. Hattori is
the second delegate of the Pacific
coast Japanese sent to Tokio. By the
last qutward bound lner O. Yamaoka,
who served a ten year exile in Yezo,
Japan, was the bearer of a protest to
the Japanese government against the
new treaty regarding Japanese immi-
gration to the United States, and Hat-
tori is said to bear another.

The Kaga Maru is due to reach
Yokohama on Jun® 27. The Tosa
Maru, which is ngw due, left Yoko-
hama May 29. She made calls at
Keelung and Shimizu to load tea. It
is reported that theg Japanese govern-
ment has permitted calls to be made
by C. P. R, steams#rs at the tea port
of South Japan and that the C. P. R.
Steamer Monteagle arrived at Shimizu
on May 30 to load téa for Victoria and
Vancouver, The Monteagle left
‘Yokohama on June 3 and is due here
next Sunday. :

The Empress of India. sailed
earlier than usualyhaving arrived from
Vancouver in the ‘éarly morning. The
steamers have usually” sailed ~after
moon heretofore, ,m& Ahe arrival of the
