(From Wednesday’s Daily)The seventy-ninth annual meeting of 
the British Association for the ad­
vancement of science will be held In 
Winnipeg during the week beginning 
August 25 next, under the presidency 
of Sir J. J. Thomson, Sc.D., F.R.S. His 
honor, the Lieutenant-Governor has 
ceived notice to that effect.

One of the principal objects of the 
organization Is defined as being “to 
give a stronger impulse and more 
scientific direction to scientific en­
quiry.” Scientists will be in atten­
dance from .nil parts of the British 
Empire. Moses B. Cotsworth, who Is 
a temporary resident of Victoria, being 
here in the employ of the provincial 
government in connection with the civil 
service reform, will be present.

The last meeting of the assocaltion 
In Canada took place at Toronto in 
1897. It was most successful.

speaking of the forthcoming 
gathering the secretary says: “Much 
interest in the meeting has already 
been manifested in Canada and the 
United States as well as In Great 
Britain and it may reasonably be ex­
pected that a large number of scien­
tists from both' sides of the Atlantic 
will bè present, not only because of 
their interest in science but in order 
to obtain a glimpse of the great Ca­
nadian West and1 to meet its people. 
It is estimated that from four hundred 
to five hundred members from Europe 
will be in attendance, and it is hoped 
that the gathering will total one thou­
sand five hundred.”

Generous financial support towards 
the expenses of the meeting has been 
promised by the Dominion government, 
the government, of Manitoba and the 
city of Winnipeg, while the Western 
provinces and cities have agreed to 
defray the expenses of an excursion to 
the Pacific coast of a party of about 
200 office bearers and distinguished 
guests of the association.

Other objects of the organization are 
to promote the intercourse of those who 
cultivate science in different parts of 
the British empire, with one another 
and with foreign philosophers; to ob­
tain more attention for the objects of 
science, and the removal of any dis­
advantages of a public kind which im­
pede its progress. These objects it 
seeks*to obtain by hording meetings in 
the principal towns and cities of the 
Empire; by appointing committees to 
investigate problems of special or gen­
eral moment — such as those which 
concern crops and manures, effects 
of various conditions upon the growth 
of seeds and plants, njeteorological ob­
servations and climatology (rainfall, 
temperature, etc), the diseases of 
plants, the culture and preservation of 
food fishes, the protection of indigen­
ous anhfials, the migration of birds, 
the natural history of unexplored re­
gions, electrolysis, the phenomena of 
earthquakes, the teaching of science in 
elementary schools, etc.; and by mak­
ing grants of money in aid of such 
investigations.

For the sake of convenience the work 
of the association during the meeting 
is distributed among the following sec­
tions, each of wl(lch meets dally:.

(a) Mathematical and physical 
science, including atitronomy, meteoro­
logy. heat, light, electricity, etc.

(b) Chemistry, including its applica­
tions to manufacturers, agriculture, etc. 
and mineralogy.

(c) Geology, including its applica­
tions to mining, etc.

(d) Zoology, including comparative 
anatomy.

(ë) Geography, including the results 
of recent exploring expeditions.

(f) Economic science and statistics^ 
including the consideration of social 
problems.

(g) Engineering, civil, mechanical, 
marine and electrical.

(h) Anthropology, or the study of the 
characters and distribution of the 
several races of man.

(1) Physiology, including human and 
animal physiology and experimental 
medicine.

(k) Botany, dealing with the struc­
ture, functions, classification, diseases 
and fossil remains of plants.

(l) Educational science, deals with 
the various branches of Primary, 
secondary and higher education and 
methods of teaching.

Agriculture—A special section for 
this subject has been organized for 
the Winnipeg meeting. It is exceed­
ingly probable that, if the sessions are 
found to be a sqccess, this will become 
a permanent section of the association.

An emphatic denunciation of the 
general methods of dealing with ju­
venile delinquents was made by Dr. 
Ernest Hall in a vigorous address be­
fore the Young Men’s Brotherhood of 
the Metropolitan Methodist church 
last evening.

The so-called criminology 
boys of tender age was the r 
tendency plus environment. The pun- 
ishmènt that wàs meted out by the 
laws of the land was unscientific and 
cruel. Legally children were consid­
ered minor until they had attained 
years of discretion. Dr. Hall con­
tended that, logically, the same 
tem should hold when 
was in question, 
responsible for their offspring in a le­
gal way. They also should be made 
responsible by law for their moral 
welfare.

The principal causes of delinquency 
among the children occupied a good 
deal of the speaker's attention. Much 
of the so-called criminology could be 
traded to paternal disease. Environ­
ment had much to do with it. But the 
greatest influence, Dr. Hall averred, 
was alcoholism.

The lecturer spoke of the methods 
adopted in Colorado In dealing with 
the cases under discussion. He told of 
the good Judge Lindsay was doing in 
his wise jurisdiction over the juvenile 
court of Denver. There the kiddies 
who had got Into trouble were not 
treated as criminals but as unfortun­
ates.

In a vivid word picture Dr. Hall 
portrayed the industrial school of Col­
orado, which he had visited but a few 
weeks ago. To more clearly show 
what he wished to represent he had 
some stereopticon views of the insti­
tution thrown on the canvas.

The boys at this school were not 
criminals, Dr. Hall affirmed. They 
were just as admirable in disposition 
as the average Sunday school attend­
ant of this province. “And,” he con­
cluded, “they are getting a better all 
round training than those who are re­
ceiving the benefit of British Colum­
bia’s educational system.”

A. E. McPhlllips, K.C., M.P.P.; H. C. 
Brewster, M.P.P.; Dr. Hall. M.P.P., 
and Major Mutter delivered brief ad­
dresses. They agreed, in the main, 
with the contentions of Dr. Hall. All 
laid stress on the Importance of par­
ental control. Mr. McPhlllips thought 
that the life of the child 
largely influenced by proper family 
and religious training.

Mr. Brewster, M.P.P., warmly con­
gratulated the attorney-general upon 
the introduction and the passage of 
most useful legislation, which had ref­
erence to the reformation of juvenile 
offenders, at the recent session of the 
local legislature.

London, March 24.—Briefly summar­
ized, the results of the Shackleton ex­
pedition
within 111 miles of the South pole; 
that the magnetic pole also was 
reached; eight mountain chains 
discovered and 100 mountains. Mount 
Erebus, 13,120 feet high was ascended 
by the party; a new coast and high 
mountain were located, running west 
from Victoria Land, and coal fields 
were discovered In the Atlantic 
tinent. The theory of the existence of 
an area of atmospheric calm around 
the South pole was disproved.

Lieut. Shackleton thus describes the 
dash to the pole:

“The southern party, composed of 
Adams, Marshall, Wild and myself, 
with four ponies and a supporting 
party consisting of 
Joyce, Marson, Armynage and Priest­
ly, left Cape Boyd on October 29, 1908, 
On November 3, we left Hut Point 
with 91 days’ provisions, but were held 
up on White Island, which we reached 
on November 5th. The 
party returned to the pèrmanent quar­
ters on November 7th. Owing to the 
bad light among the ice crevasses 
Adams and his pony were nearly lost, 
A few days later we reached the depot 
at latitude 79.26, longitude 168 east. 
We commenced to reduce our daily 
rations and travelled south along 
meridian 168 over a varying surface of 
ridges and mountaii s of snow.

“In latitude 81.64 we shot a pony and 
made .a depot of oil, biscuit and pony 
meat, taking the rest of the pony meat 
to eke out our dried rations. We 
reached the Discovery’s most souther­
ly latitude on November 26. The 
ponies were attacked by snow blind­
ness and the second of them was shot, 
the depot being made in latitude 82.45, 
longitude 170. On November 30th we 
killed our third pony.

“In steering south and southeast we 
were now approaching a high range of 
new mountains, trending to the south­
east. On December 2, we discovered 
a glacier 120 miles long and approxi­
mately 40 mfles wide, running in a 
south and southwesterly direction, and 
on December 5th we started to ascend 
it at latitude 83.33, longitude 172. The 
glacier was full of bad crevasses. It 
took the whole of the next day for us 
to fight our way 600 yards. On De­
cember 7th the last remaining pony 
broke through a snowslide and disap­
peared in a crevasse. Fortunately the 
single tree snapped and saved Wild 
and the sledge, which was damaged.

"On December 18th, we reached an 
altitude of 6,800 feet.
85.10.3 we made a depot and left every­
thing there but our food, instruments 
and camp equipment and reduced our 
rations to 20 ounces per man daily. 
On the 26th we reached a plateau at 
an altitude of 9,000 feet, thence gradu­
ally rising In long ridges to 10,500 
feet.

Victoria Athletic Associations Declare 
Themselves in Favor of 

Amateurism.

March 9, 1909.The work of drawing the line be­
tween amateur and professional sport 
on Vancouver Island is progressing 
famously.

Not three months ago the task, 
which then appeared colossal, was un­
dertaken by a local branch of the 
British Columbia Amateur Athletic as­
sociation. At the start the body in­
cluded some three or four of the most 
prominent of the local associations. 
Since then every club of the city, with 
one exception, has become affiliated 
with it and, in each instance, a large 
number of sportsmen were amateuriz- 
ed in accordance with the special dis­
pensation granted the B.C.A.A.U. re­
presentatives here.

In amending the Game Act of Brit­

ish Columbia at the last session of 
the provincial legislature the govern­
ment, inadvertently, made a grievous 
error.

They included among the classes of 
protected game, brant and all other 
varieties of wild geese. It was under­
stood that for 1909 these birds were 
going to be made an exception or, in 
other words, that a round open season 
would be permitted until next year.

With this assurance the hunters 
were not worrying, 
agreed that the brant, etc., should be 
classified as game and that the au­
thorities were correct in deciding to 
place them in the same category as 
pheasants, grouse, and the numerous 
other feathered creatures. It was im­
portant that 

But 
everyone thought that during this and 
next month, when the brant are pas­
sing through the lower sections of 
British Columbia, en route to their 
northern homes, it would be legal to 
shoot them.

Phoenix, March 23.—The British 
Columbia Copper company will close 
its Mother Lode and Ore Denoro mines 
and the smelter at Greenwood on or 
before April 1. The following notice, 
signed by General Manager J. E. Mc­
Allister has been posted: “Notice is 
hereby given that owing to the unfav­
orable condition of the copper market 
the mines and smelter of the British 
Columbia Copper Company, Ltd., will 
close on or before April 1, 1909, for an 
indefinite period.”

When interviewed today, Mr. McAl­
lister stated that the close down was 
the result of the price of copper, and 
as the production of the metal was 
apparently exceeding the consumption 
the prospects for an early Improve­
ment were not bright. All orders have 
been cancelled, and during the next 
ten days the company will only oper­
ate to the extent of cleaning up the 
smelter of supplies on hand.

The closing of the British Columbia 
Copper company, will throw some four 
hundred men out of work.

Ottawa, March 24.—Consideration of 
the insurance bill was resumed by the 
banking and commerce committee this 
morning. Attention was directed to­
wards the expenses of British and for­
eign companies doing business in 
Canada, and it was suggested that 
these companies should be required to 
add to their expenses in Canada an 
amount equal to five per cent, of the 
Canadiah premiums to provide for 
head office expenses. Companies do­
ing a non-participating business should 
be exempted from this additional five 
per cent because of the smallness of 
their margin of expenses.

The companies asked that industrial 
insurance companies be exempt from 
all restrictions for expenses. 
Macdonald said the companies hailed 
with satisfaction the clause making 
Illegal the fixing of rebates and dis­
criminations. It was suggested, how­
ever, that in certain cases, such as 
extreme poverty, a special surrender 
value might be allowed. A quin­
quennial distribution of surplusses was 
objected to, the companies claiming 
that deferred dividend policies were 
extremely popular.

Mr. Perley, of Argenteuil, objected to 
the law stipulating that a member of 
the militia should get the consent of 
his insurance company before obeying 
a call from, his country. Mr. Macdon­
ald In reply said the companies did not 
desire to assume that attitude, but they 
had to protect those of their policy­
holders who did not go to war.
