The Camerlynck method is sim- 
plicity itself. He jots down every 
word addressed to the conference in 
shorthand, using a phonetic system 
of his own invention, simplified by 
experience at diplomatic interpreta- 
tion. When the speaker has finished, 
M. Camerlynck at a signal from the 
chairman, Mr. Hughes, reads aloud 
a running translation of his notes, 
which he has taken in the language| 
of the original utterance.

There is nothing remarkable about 
this, of course. The remarkable part 
of the performance lies in the fact 
that M. Camerlynck not only repro-| 
duces the orator’s words textually in: 
another language as fast or faster| 
than they have been spoken origin-| 
ally, but is even able to emphasize 
the points emphasized by the dele-! 
gates and in many cases to use thei 
same gestures the delegate has used.

Moreover — and this is unprece-| 
dented both in M. Camerlynck’s past 
career and in the history of diplo-I 
matic assemblies—he is as skillful: 
and accurate at translating French 
into English as he is at turning Eng- 
lish into his own language. Invar- 
iably hitherto, there have been two 
interpreters for this job—an English- 
French one and a French-English 
one. In its preparations for the con- 
ference, however, the American Gov- 
ernment forgot about interpreters, 
and so M .Camerlynck, who had come 
from Paris merely to interpret for 
M. Briand and his colleagues of the| 
French delegation was called upon to 
do the work of two.

It is not exaggeration to say that 
this little French school teacher— 
for such he is when not engaged in 
helping to arrange the affairs of 
nations — has a more intimate 
knowledge of diplomatic doings since 
the war than any of the statesmen 
assembled at Washington. He is the 
only person at the conference who 
has participated in every diplomatic 
gathering from the Paris Peace 
Conference to the present delibera- 
tions—and the only one, too, whose 
deeds have escaped criticism, either 1 
foreign or domestic. No matter how 
strained relations between plenipo- 
tentiaries may become, Camerlynck 
remains everybody’s friend, and re- 
tains everybody’s admiration.

A Pipe Arch Bridge.
An engineering curiosity, said to 

have only one parallel in Europe, is, 
the pipe arch bridge over the Sud- 
bury river, which carries Boston’s 
water supply.
