Moxrcauy, Man., April 6, 1882.—This place is a
French Canadian village situated about twelve miles
north of West Lynne on the Red river. The name
of which it is best known to the old settier is- Two
Little Points, ealled such on account of a sharp bend
made by the Red river in this vicinity. ‘I'he points
are ind cated by two sharp and well defined strips
of oak which run out on the prairie some distance
from the main course of the river. There are here
two hotels, two stores and several log bouses, be-
liﬂe’vl_';rist mill, The place reminds me very much
of the small villages of French Canadians in Quebec,
The township in which it is situated and the one to
the north of it comprise the French reserve—a dis-
trict set apart by our government under the auspices
of the St. Jean Baptiste colonization society. There
are about two hundred and fifty male heads of
familes in the reserve, the chief occupation is farm-
ing. The laws is good, but as usual with the French
Canadian, The proportion of land under cultivation
is small. A number of the settlers have ceme from
the manufacturing towns in Massachusetts and
now very little bout farming. The women are

ng in Lawrence or Lynn. The greater number of
them prefer their new life—and as most of them are
very young they are getting into the ways of
pioneer life easily and with hopeful -dispositions,
