London, April 16,—Lord Granville, 
being eeked this afternoon if it was true 
that the government had agreed 
oeding Penjdeh to the Russians, : said “I 
must really ddijffne to answer all three 
authorized aitrihalways inaccurate reports."

Replying to Lord Salisbury Earl Gran­
ville said that the government had not yet 
received from Sir Peter Lumeden an answer 
to their request for a report upon the cor­
rectness of Gen. Komaroff’s story of the 
Penjdeh incident. He did not believe 
Russia had yet received a reply from Gen- 
Komaroff to the czar’s request for a further 
explanation of the reasons which induced 
him to attack the Afghans. The British 
ambassador at 8t. Petersburg bed tele­
graphed that it was unlikely Russia would 
receive Gen. Komaroff’s reply for 
days.

Mr. Gladstone, answering interrogatories 
in the house of commons this afternoon, 
said the government had no reason what­
ever to believe that any such demand had 
been established as that reported* of Rus­
sia’s demand for Penjdeh.

Mr. Bourke, conservative, asked whether 
the Russian ambassador had suggested as 
part of the term» of the Anglo-Rusaian 
understanding that Pendjeh be 
to Russia.

Mr. Gladstone answered; “ There ie no 
reason whatever to believe that any enoh 
demand has been made. No assurances 
have been given or received by either 
government regarding any particular 
points on the Afghan frontier.”

Mr. Gladstone said there had been 
frie- dly conversations [laughter] between 
Earl Granville and the Russian ambassa­
dor and others competent to assist, but -no 
assurance had been riven or received re- 
raiding points on the disjfbted frontier. 
Mr. Gladstone had no doubt Russia has 
established an“administrarion of Penjdeh.” 
[Laughter.] In answer to an enquiry, the 
premier laid he was not present at the 
conversation referred to. [Jeers.] He had 
no reason to believe that any suggestion or 
demand had been made by Russia up to 
the present time.
