WEDDED AT LAST. POmCS BESIDE THE LAKE.reciprocity movement is associated in many 
minds with reciprocal trade with Canada, 

•i The manufacturers of the Eastern States, 
crushed and hindered by heavy duties, and 
by their new rivals in the South, look for re­
lief in tree coal and ore from Canada. The 
brewers of New York are adverse to the 
high barley duties, and tile commercial in­
terests of the far East and West are com­
plaining at the prospect that obstructions 
may be offered to the through business they 
do on the Canadian roads. These agencies 
make for reciprocity. They are com­
pelled, however, to face vigorous
opposition. We know what the re­
sult has been so far as the operations of 
the brewers are concerned. Mr. Sherman is 
among those who think some consideration 
should be paid to the advocates of trade with 
Canada. He
proposed addition to the McKinley bill the 
resolution which appeared in our Washing­
ton correspondence of yesterday. The first 
branch of the resolution authorizes the Presi­
dent of the United States to admit Csma- 
dian coal free of duty whenever Canada 
places American coal on the free list. Our 
Gove nment has already taken author­
ity in the standing offer to free 
American coal
is freed by the United States. Seeing- 
tbat this offer has been open so long, the 
short cut to a free exchange in coal would 
have been the placing of Canadian coal on 
the American free list. The second branch 
does not really appear to advance the reci­
procity issue materially. Mr. Sherman pro­
poses that when the Government of Canada 
has declared a desire to enter into such 
commercial arrangements with the United 
States as will result in the Complete or 
partial removal of duties upon trade, the 
President shall appoint commissioners 
to meet those who may be designated to 
represent Canada to consider the best 
method of extending the trade relations 
and to ascertain on what terms greater 
freedom of intercourse between the two 
countries can best be secured. This portion 
of the resolution does not affirm any prin­
ciple. It is not an offer of reciprocity. It 
does not pledge either the Republican party 
or the United States to any line of action. 
The most that can be said of it is that it is an 
offer to talk over the question. Neverthe­
less, it has politically, in both countries, some 
significance.

Mr. Blaine, who has his eye on the 
presidency, in opposing reciprocal trade 
with Canada is antagonizing many of the 
interests of the Eastern States.

The same evening James Atley of Chest­
nut-street, foreman for the Wynese 
Plating Company, discovered that his 
wife was missing and did not taka 
very long to find out that the two women, 
who were “ chummy,” had gone together.

The same day a married man residing in 
the vicinity, whose identity The World has 
not as yet been able to establish, deserted his 
wife and family and journeyed in toe same 
direction.

On Monday last Martin Kerr, for several 
past a branchman in toe Portland- 
fire hall, kissed his wife before going 

to work. There was nothing nnlisual in that, 
except that toe osculation appeared to be 
more affectionate than was his wont.

Question Could be Settled—Why the 
Reciprocity Discussion in the United

Washington, Sept 8.—Senator Sherman, 
interviewed in regard to the resolution 
which he introduced providing for recipro­
city with Canada, said:

" There can be no question that better 
trade relatione ought to be bad between Can­
ada and the United States. While they pro­
duce largely the same articles and are com­
petitors for toe market, their trade with 
each other is larger than with any other 
nations. Canada consumée more of our food 
than- we consume of theirs. It produces 
metals that we do not, and has immense 
stores of nearly all the metals within con­
venient distance to our coal, our furnaces 
and rolling mills. It seems unnatural to have 

' any commercial barrier between us.
. “The arguments for free trade between 
Canada and the United States are almost as 
strong as they are between the several states 
of the Union.

“ The coal of Nova Scotia finds Its best 
market in New England, while the coal of 
Ohio and Pennsylvania finds its largest ex­
port market "in Canada, and the coal of 
British Columbia is toe chief reliance for all 
toe Pacific states. In this condition of affairs 
it is absurd for either country to levy a duty 
on coal carried from one to toe other.

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THE APPROACHING CONFERENCE
The Great Questions That Will Be Dis­

cussed by the Methodist Parliament 
at Montreal Next Week.

The second quadrennial General Confer­
ence of the Methodist Church will open in 
St. James’ Church, Montreal, next Wednes­
day.

LA WTER BROWN'S BODY FOUND.

Tossed Up by the Waves on the Lake Shore 
Near Jordan.

Si. Catharines, Sept 8.—Advices come 
from Jordan this evening that the body of 
Lawyer A. G. Brown of this city, who was 
drowned off the steamer Lakeside Saturday,
Aug. 33, was found on the lake shore near 
Jordan by Constable Rogers of Beamsville.

[From The Montreal Star, find.)]
In his speech at Niagara-on-the-Lake Mr. 

Erastus Wiman drew a gloomy picture of toe 
consequences that would flow to this country 
from the passage of the McKinley tariff bill.
“ Nothing but loss and ruin,”-he said,”’,r Can 
result so far as the Canadian farmer is con­
cerned." After showing how the whole range 
of the farmer’s products, from the little ber­
ries and currants that grow in the garden, 
through the barnyard with its fowls, and 
lambs, and calves, up to the most important 
product that occupies bis attention, toe list 
of exaction is complete and severe. Mr. 
Wiman declared it to be “ aimed especially 
at Canada” He had no doubt that this 
tariff would become law within toe next few 
weeks, and deplored the prospect that, after 
toe lapse of one hundred years, these two 
great countries side by side should find 
themselves arrayed against each other in 
hostile warfare, in a commercial straggle 
with nothing but exaction, taxation and 
hostility to each other as the outcome of 
their career. In putting his case thus forcibly 
Mr. Wiman seems to have had but one ob­
ject in view, namely, to impress Lis hearers 
with a sense of the vast monetary loss that 
would come upon them through legislation 
pending in Congress. Forgetful of history ing 
and ignoring altogether the spirit which T 
animated the people of Canada throughout 
the 100 years of which he spoke, Mr. Wiman 
did not allude to the great continuous fact 
that the hostility he deplored has been the 
unvarying attitude of the United States 
towards Canada from the beginning of their 
career. On 14 occasions, not incluutng law­
less raids, our kindred to the south carried 
fire and sword across pur borders, and on 
each occasion they had to retire dis­
comfited. These cruel facts in our his­
tory would not be recalled here, nor the 
unhappy memories- they awaken re-in­
voked were they not necessary to a clear 
understanding of the present situation. The 
tariff hostilities of to-day are precisely iden­
tical in motive and design with the armed 
invasions of former times. Punishment must 
be inflicted on Canada for preferring to work 
out her own destiny in her own way, rather 
than according to the plan laid out for her 
by toe ruling spirits of the Republic. In 
former days the Democratic Party was to 
blame for making war upon toe colonists of 
Canada; in these days the Republicans are 
responsible for the war of tariffs. The spirit 
that animated the one and now animates the 
other is the same, modified no doubt by time 
and circumstances. But as the settlers of 
those days knew how to defend themselves so 
do their descendants of these days. We 
gladly admit that the bitterness and enmity 
which existed then have disappeared from our 
side of toe line. Those feelings faded away 
before the neighborly influences of relation­
ship and commerce. The present peaceful, 
practical generation of Canadians has almost 
forgotten that they ever existed, and would 
forget them altogether when away from the 
school books, were it not for the constant 
surly reminders thrust before it by the 
Government and press of the United States.
But surely American statesmanship, after 
having failed by war and diplomacy to bend 
the stubborn Canadian neck, does not con­
template the possibility of success by adopt­
ing a policy of commercial non-intercoursel 
There are many men in the Dominion, as 
there are many more in the United States, 
who regard the tariff wall between toe two 
countries as a gigantic international nuis­
ance, and the closer the people are toit on 
both sides the more they feel! its hardships. 
Sensible men everywhere will agree that a 
system of freer commercial intercourse 
would be better, but, bad as it is, its removal 
might be worse. When we look at those 
states within the Union, conditioned as to 
climate and productions the same as the 
provinces of the Dominion, we can find no 
possible reason for desiring to become as they 
are. Mr. Wiman appeals to our farmers to 
vote for unrestricted reciprocity, but he 
made no mention of the economipal and 
political grievances which have produced 
the , revolt of the Farmers’ Alliance 
in the States, 
suffering, but, if
American farmers say, they are suffer­
ing far more. Mr. Wiman must know 
that the present is a period of 
transition, exaggerated In some respects in 
the United States by spurious quack reme­
dies such as the McKinley Bill. How then 
is this country to be helped by extending 
toe operation of so manifest a fiscal blister #
Is it not preferable, if we want to go in for 
that sort of thing, to prescribe for our­
selves and retain the power of changing 
the treatment at our own pleasure? We 
admit the present and potent temptation to 
make more money, but stronger than that

Aldrich may be willing to forego 
further debate on that subject, but Mr. Hale 
is not. Mr. Hale is representing Mr. Blaine 
in the matter, and not only wants reciprocity 
recognized in the McKinley bill, but the 

g accomplished in such a way as to keep 
the prime mover in the project prominently 
before the country as the man who, at the 
last moment, came forward and gave to his 
party a valuable pointer as to the new inter- 

\ pretation of protection.
Mr. Hale, it is said, has a speech ready on 

* the subject himself and expects other Sena­
tors to follow him. It will not be bis fault, 
indeed, if the debate on reciprocity does not 
become the most animated of all that the 
McKinley bill has provoked. The conserva­
tive Republicans in the Senate, however, 
agree with Mr. Aldrich. They want -us 
little debate on that point as possible. They 
also want Mr. Blaine’s name mentioned aa 
seldom as possible. They really are afraid 
of the consequences of a full and free dis­
cussion of the whole matter on the floor of 
the Senate. The majority of them have 
reluctantly been brought around to Mr. 
Blaine’s program, and they do not relish the 
idea of having that fact extensively adver- 

r tised through the medium of The Congress­
ional Record. If they could so arrange it 
$hey would move for a vote before a single 
set speech could be made on the subject.

The amendment to the Tariff Bill offered 
by Senator Sherman looking to the promo­
tion of reciprocity with Canada qhows the 
growth of sentiment here with regard to im­
proved trade relations with that country. 
It is likewise accepted as in effect a criticism 
of the ideas of those men who expect to ne­
gotiate advantageous terms with Spain about 
Cuban sugar by first putting that article on 
the free list and giving Spain a year in which 
to consider the favor. Mr. Sherman, it 
is to be observed, while in favor of freer 
trade relations with Canada, does not propose 
that the duties on her products be removed 
until she shall signify a desire to enter into 
negotiations on tne subject, and is obliged to 
admit free within her borders the products 
of the United States. Mr. Sherman’s name 
will give the amendment much weight, but 
It does not insure its adoption. The question 
of reciprocity is growing so the Republicans 
may consider it wise to confine it to the one 
article of sugar at this session. Wool, which 
was at first mentioned with sugar, has al­
ready been abandoned.

Washington, Sept 3.—The President to­
day transmitted to Congress toe recommen­
dations of the International American Con­
ference touching International arbitration, 
with a letter of transmittal from Secretary 
Blaine, which says the conference adopted 
these reports:

1. Recommending a definite plan of arbitration 
for the settlement of differences between the 
American nations.

2. Recommending the adoption of a similar 
plan by the nations of Europe.

8. Declaring that the right of conquest could 
not be recognized by the American nations.

The President, in his letter, says: “ The 
ratification of the treaties contemplated by 
these reports will constitute one of the hap-
