The Telephone Settlement

By claiming 5 per cent. of the gross receipts
of the Bell Telephone Company the city in &
comparatively mild way asserted its owner-
ship of the franchise and right to a rental
But in stipulating that teleph
after be supplied at a smaller figure, it fell
into the t which it was warned
—of treating the ratepayer as essentially a
telephone user. The ratepayer, as such, has
no more concern in the price of telephones
than he has in the price of sewing machines,
but he has a vital concern in the streets and
in every legitimate source of c revenue,
for when one of these becomes up his
pocket must sppply the deficiency. The city
used its vantage ground to bargain for a
great and influential class of citizens, when
its proper care was the ratepayers in general.
Great weight was attached to the argument
that when the city was forbidding competi-
tion in-telephone service it wasin duty bound
to protect from excessive tolls aud rentals
those handed over to the monopoly. Yet
fow business men consider the present rental
too much for a good service,

The corporation has widened the area of
interference between capital and labor, by

regulating the hours of work and remunera-
tion for telephone girls under the new con-
tract. There are those whom this will
alarm, for it is held by not & few that the
principle may logically be carried to start-
ling lengths. In refusing to rescind the 15
cent per hour bylaw, and in extending it to
street railway employes, an inferential in-
justice would bave been done the telephone
girls had they too mot shared the tender
solicitude of the city fathers. How far the
civic function may be exercised in assisting
labor in its perpetual struggle with capital
is not known, but it really seems that Tor-
onto is destined to see the principle tested.
Perhaps it is well that such a test should be
made, but it should not be done in a hap-
hazard, accidental way. The aldermen

The Celebrated $70,000 Orange Diamond
in Court,

New YORK, June 13.—Charles Scale, mer-

chant,of No. 18 West 9nd-street, was charged
last evening by Joseph W. Carroll, of 78
Duane-street, with taking a diamond stone
valued at $70,000. The diamond is a unique
stone, about the size of a pea, and is known
as the *‘orange diamond.” :
. Mr. Carroll, the present osvner,claims there
is but one larger diamond in existence, the
« Tiffany sparkler,” which weighs ten
carats more and is valued at $100,000. The
“orange, diamond” was found in the South
African flelds in1884. It is of orange color
and from that derives its name. The ladies
of the English court sold the stone to R. 8.
Lawrence of Coiorado, Mr. Lawrence pre-
sented it to his wife who wore it in her neck-
lace. It remained in her possession until the
failure of Baring Bros.

Mr, Lawrence was a heavy loser through
the failure, aund he was compelled to dispose
of the gem.

SHE HAS BROKEN HIS SWORD.

«NEVER MORE BE OFFICER OF
MINE,” BAXS QUEEN ViCTORIA,

PRS-

'Englluh Sentiment Toward the Prince and
Toward Sir William Cumming—Conti-
nental Authorﬁile: Astonished That &
Field Marshal Should Play Cards With
a Subaltern—Sir William's Maziriage.

Smalley’s Cable Letter jn New York
Sunday Tribune.]

LoNDON, June 18.—There appeared in yes-
terday’s Gazette official notice that Major
and Lieutenant-Colonel Sir William Gordon
Cumming, Bart., is removed from the army,
Her Majesty having.no further occasion for
his services. That is the time-honored for-
mula by which an officer is cashiered. It
has not yet been employed with reference to
Field Marshal His' Royal Highness the
Prince of Wales, nor with reference to Major-
General Owen Williams, nor does anybody
suppose it will be. Sir Edward Clarke's ful-
minations against those officers were sound
and flery, signifying nothing except his de-
sire to score a point for bis client and per-
baps for himself, It was perhaps the only
error in a speech of singular ability.

But the Prince of Wales does not escape
the penalty for such mistakes as he has com-
mitted. The press turns on him, What is
said in respectable papers is seldom very se-
vere in words. It is significant that any-
thing should be said. The Prince, during his
long social career, has enjoyed something
like immunity from criticism. Seldom have
the English papers taken notice of what

have come to their knowledge. - But
this: case silence would have be-
come mere affectation, and most of them
say plainly that the Prince deserves censure.
He ought not, in their opinion, to be a
gambler, or to keep gambling com-
pany, or to carry about. with him baccarat
counters, or to choose his ‘friends with such
plentiful lack of wisdom. He is reminded
in more than one leading journal that the
monarchy itself is in his person on its trial,
©and any personal default of his gives a
shock to the principle, which 1n these demo-
cratic days is mischievous and even dan-
gerous.’’ That is perha‘is slightly too solemn.
So are some of vhe reso utions passed by re-
ligious bodies—in all cases by Dissenters.
There are not many of them, and they are
not very important; but the outburst in the
press is exceedingly’ important. There are
in this country a half-dozen great provincial
papers of different parties, which, when they
agree on any public matter, may be deemed
to express the general opinion of the com-
munity. ~They do agree in rebuking the
-ince of Wales in language all the more
sctive because of its studied moderation.
It must be said that it Is not what the
Prince has done which has brought down on
him this avalanche of reproof. He is the
same man he was before BSir William Cum-
ming thought proper to cheat at Tranby
Crotft. His way of life is the same; it was
perfectly well known to his present sermon-
izers, or to many of them. But they were
dumb and they only found their voiczs when
the publicity of this trial made it imperative
to say someuhing. it is his breach of the
Eleventh Commandment which has proved
o disastrous to the Prince. It need not be
permanently disastrous, great though the
shock of this discovery be to the sericus pars
of the cowimunity. Very stight signs of
repentance would be accepted joyfully. None
is yet made, though the Prince’s friends say
that his baccarat days are Over. He was
reeted at Ascot very much as usual, but
that proves little, because ne was in the same
carriage with the Princess, who hds never
yet been ill-received by any of her future
subjécts, except those who reside in the
southern part of Ireland. ;

‘'ne anger of the working classes is under-
stood to be deep. They think that they have
to pay taxes in order to provide the Prince
with the means of gambling. Yet all muni-
cipal attempts to express this feeling have
failed. A resolution of censure offered in
the Birmingham 7Town Council found no
seconder. :

Perhaps what he will care for most is the
continental view of his conduct. French ang
German officers are scandalized tnat the
Prince of Wales should play cards with sub-
alterns; scandalized still more that his name
should be signed %o & document tue intent of
which was to condone, or at least to conceal,
an act of cheating at cards by a colonel in
the Guards. The mulitary mind abroad does
not understand trifliag in such affairs.q
Vienna has spoken loudest;
in Berlin that .the indignation 1s greatest.
Nor is it thought that the Prince will be like-
ly again to lecture his Imperial nephew on

ints of deportment.

This miltary view of things is not the

general Enghsh view. The point of honor is
not their point—or not that of the majority;
I'he middie classes care little, it appears,
about cheating. What horrifies them is thau
cards should be played for mouney av all. The
most perverse opinions are heard. They are
sentitnents rather than opinions, and the
most complete expression of thém was in the
hissing with which the verdict of the jury
was received. No verdict was ever based on
clearer evidence. If Sir William Cumming
did not cheat when playing baccarat at
Tranby Croft on the 8th and Yth of Septem-
per of last year, human testimony is good
for nothing. The jury were never in doubt,
the judge was in no doubt, society has no
doubt, the press has no doubt; prob-
ably the very classes who dislike the
verdict believe Sir William Cumming guilty.
But in this, as in some other current magters,
one section of public opinion is demoralized.
The people who hissed in court are people
who think it a greater offence to see cheating
than to cheat. They dislike the Wilson fam-
ily. They hold that obligations of hos ital-
ity should cover such acts &s those of Bir
Willlam Cumming. He was the guest of the
Wilsons and it was an outrage, they say, that
though guilty he should be exposed or even
discovered. They consider that it was the
duty of the Wilsons, in deference to
this particular guest, to allow their
other  guests to be robbed. They
complain of spying and watching, though
it is abundantly proved that there was
none of either. Sir William Cumming was,
in truth, given every chance. His friends,
from the Prince downward, including the
yghole Wilson family, strove to screen him.
To accept his written confession of guilt and
his pledge to abstain from cards was a mis-
take, but a mistake dictated by charity to
him. 'Lhe Prince of Wales, Lord Coventry
and General Owen Williams knew bim to be
guilty. His confession was not a more
aamning proof than bis demeanor when ac-
cused and his conduct since, Yet Sir Wil-
h‘am Cumming’s guilt seems to this curious
English middle class less guilty than -the in-
discretion of the Prince. It 1s natural that
his family sbould stand by him &s they do.
But could anything be more grotesque than
the triumphal welcome which the Town
Council of Forres offer him#

A man of high position found cheating at
cards is thougnt by his former associates to
have fallen as low as any man can fall.
