Bo lu the same way the deepening 

of the canals would probably still further 
reduce their profits, but it would also help 
them by allowing the vessels to leave for 
other waters in time s when trade is slack 
here. It was a proposition far ahead of the 
times, but it was sure to come some time in 
the luture.

Capt. J. £. Hagarty said there was not a 
vet sol-owner in toe country who would go 
against tho proposition. They wanted the 
ciinais deepened, no matter who did it. He 
did not hold the opinions of some peopile, 
who seem to think tuat the deepening of the 
canals would make every town o u the lakes 
a seaport.

Mr. W. W. Keighley of Smity &K!eighley 
expreised the opinion that this question bad 
appeared at a very lucky time tor Canada. 
Tbe United States were beginning to learn 
that this country bad products and privileges 
which were V€j*y valuable to^thein. This 
proposition was doubtless the lever with 
which Canada could obtain Reciprocity of 
trade.

Mr. XV. A. Geddes was glad to see the 
brighter prospects of tbe realization of the 
Vessel-owners’ hopes. It was just what they 
had been working for for years. Not 
that they had ever met with opposi­
tion. It had always been Sir John A. 
Macdonald’s desire to improve tbe canals 
of the St. Lawrence, aud be had 
assured theuHt would be done as soon as tbe 
money was forthcoming. It would give tbe 
-mter-provincial trade a great impetus, for 
vessel* carrying flour and grain cargoes to 
the Maritime Provinces would be able to 
brine back coal at a figure far below the 
Pennsylvania product.

Mr. A. R. Cnristie was of the opinion that 
Canada could not accede to the request of 
tbe United States, if she would, for tne lack 
of money. He bad passed those canals and 
bad some idea, or rather .lack of idea, of the 
amount it would take to make the proposed 
improvements.

Mr. D. W. Alexander thought that under 
the circumstances tbe Canadian deputation 
at Washington should be able to gain a fair 
recinrocity. The success of tbe experiment 
witû the whaleback Whetmore would lead to 
a whole fleet of similar vessels. Tbe flour 
trade with th^Maritime, would probably de­
cline as tbe mills of Minnesota woukl then 
become powerful competitors. The leather 
trade would not be affected by the American 
competition.

Mr. William Ince said the deepening of tbe 
canals would encourage the building of 
larger and better-fitted vets>ls and as a 
natural consequence tbe shipping trade 
would have to assume greater propor- _ 
tious. It would of course be necessary for 
the Americans to bid high in order to Re­
compense Canada for the immense outlay 
necessary.

Mr. A. A. Allan also was anxious to see 
tbe much-needed improvement carried 
through. It would cause the establishment 
of a line of steamers between Chicago and 
Liverpool, which would call at intervening 
Canadian ports. Tbe United States should 
lie willing to aid the undertaking financially.

Mr. Frank Poison considered tnis a most 
opportune time for the proposition. Cana­
dian shipping would bo assisted very materi- 
allv, but the shipbuilding trade would be 
brought to a suudeu standstill on account 
of the direct competition of the Eng­
lish builder?. ' It was just possible that 
the repair work would amount to in 
the entire building trade at present.

Mr. James Carruthers looked on the mat­
ter from a different standpoint. It was an 
utter impossibility. Tho unwieldy ocean 
, essels could never be taken to the upper 
lakes.

Mr. John I. Davidson informed The World 
that this was not the fiist time the Ameri­
cans bad thought of this plan. It hud been 
discussed for years in , Buffalo, Detroit ana 
other ports on the Uppar Lakes. The action 
of Congress would doubtless lead to ite ful­
filment. f.
