Ad ranee This Year.

The recent action of the steamship com­
panies running to Montreal in advancing 
their average rates is in some quarters 
looked upon with a good deal of disfavor.

The increase applies not only to Montreal 
but to all the American ports as well. For 
some time past the steamship companies 
have been carrying steerage passengers at 
very low figure!

Tho rate in all - cases 
depends entirely upon the law of supply and 
demand. Rates, however, have been in­
creased by all lines, both in the United 
States and Canada.
