of such expressions as “nuisance,” 
perfect curse,” etc. But in any 

case, my object was a good one. It was 
merely to give a statement of facts and of 
my personal knowledge a• regarded the hab­
its and character of the sparrow, which I 
most sincerely lielieve, from iny own obser­
vation aiul experience, has Veen unjustly 
and unreasonably maligned, and is being 
most cruelly and wickedly persecuted. 
Meanwhile, my colony of sparrows is stea­
dily increasing and repaying ine many-fold 
for the care and attention bestowed on 
them ; and my swallows and birds of song 
are multiplying quite as rapidly, notwith­
standing the activities and “proclivities” 
of the “pugnacious little tyrants,” which 
are destroying them all the time ! as orni­
thologists et hoc omne genus tell us.

We are told by the Monitor that the con­
stant noise of the sparrows in the vicinity 
of hospitals renders it absolutely necessary 
to poison them by thousands. If I should 
ever be so unfortunate as to l>e domiciled 
in a hospital, I hope that I shall !>o so fav­
ored as to be cheered by the gladsome, 
merry notes of “ thousands ” of those chirp­
ing warblers, as they shall ever and anon 
make their welcome visits to the “vicinity.” 
It is true that the Scriptures teach that a 
human life is V of more value than that of 
many sparrows,” though they do not, as I 
am aware, inform us that “ it is absolutely 
necessary to poison sparrows by thousands. ” 
But we should not forget that the same 
Divine Teacher, whp so discriminated be­
tween human and ornithological life, in the 
same discourse, while inculcating the les­
sons of trust and filial dépendance, taught 
also that, although “five sparrows are sold 
for two farthings,” “ not one of them is for­
gotten before G Oil." With the Bible, then, 
in my hand, I feel warranted in holding, 
that the authorities of a hospital, who will 
direct “ the poisoning of sparrows by thou­
sands,” will not be “ forgotten ” of God, 
but will be held to a strict account for their 
contravention of the will of Heaven.

I close by acknowledging my obligations 
to so respectable and excellent a public 
journal as the Monitor for the highly com­
plimentary terms in which it refers to my 
literary efforts, assuring me, as it does, of 
the “very favorable opinion which it (we) 
have always entertained of one so gifted in 
language and of so much experience in 
writing for the Press.”

Nova Scotia has given, judgment in favor 
of Inspector Irvine in the case against 
Freeman, late of Middleton. The much- 
talked of question, as to whether or not the 
Canada Temperance or Scott Act is in force 
in this county is now finally and forever 
set at rest in favor of the act.

A number of other cases in which the 
same point was raised will follow the decis­
ion in the Freeman case and clear the docket 
in favor of Inspector Irvine, placing the 
costs on the law-breakers, which otherwise 
must have been lioun by the ratepayers of 
the county. Kings, Digby and some other 
counties were in the same legal position as 
Annapolis, and will be equally affected by 
the decision.

The Dickie amendment of last session 
was enacted to stop this supposed loophole. 
The law is now above reproach, and we in 
Annapolis county have an Inspector always 
ready to do his duty, efficicient Stipendary 
magistrates, and a few suitable constables. 
More constables suited to this kind of work 
would be an advantage. With all these 
things in our favor, what hinders the en­
forcement of the law? Nothing but the 
will of the people. You and I, dear reader, 
have it in our power as never before to 
wipe this curse from our fair county. 
When we are are each willing to do all we 
can, the thing will be done. Will we 
shoulder arms now or wait until the fiery 
serpent has taken up his abode in our own 
firesides.
