The Board of Directors outlie above com­
pany met in Dr. Sponagle'» office, Middle- 
ton, Monday evening, Fety. 13th, to close up 
the business of construction and make such 
changes iu the running of the business as 
was necessary in the transition from a line 
under construction to one completed and in 
operation. The directors, upon careful in­
vestigation, expressed their perfect satis­
faction with the management during the 
year, and their finding was corroborated by 
the auditor’s report, submitted to the stock­
holders the following afternoon.

After 
providing for a dividend at the rate of 10 
per cent, per annum, which the directors 
declared on paid-up stock, for the time the 
line was in operation last year, a handsome 
percentage of the revenue is carried to rest.

A slight change in the tariff over joint 
lines was found to be imperative, in order to 
put the business of this company on an equal 
footing with that of the Nova Scotia Tele­
phone company.

—A correspondent wishes to know if there 

» re any restrictions upon pcdlers in this 
county, and if not, why not? During the

_____ pas^year or so the county has swarmed with
these itinerant vendors varying in grade 
from the Hebrew pedler who disposes of 
his note paper; envelopes and notions, to the 
representatives of Halifax, St. John, and 
Yarmouth houses, who have gone from door 
to door taking orders for carpets, furniture 
«or clothing. This last is a new departure. 
Formerly city houses were content to solicit 
trade from our business men alone. Now 
some of these city firms aye sending agents 
from door to door carrying samples of car­
pets, furniture, etc.

It is safe to say that in nine times out of 
ten those who buy from these itinerant ven­
dors pay more for their goods than the same 
Articles could be bought for from the regu­
lar dealers. These pedlers make a profit 
on théir goods or they would not be selling 
them. In addition to this profit it takes 
four dollars a day to pay hotel and other 
travelling expenses. Who pay this profit 
and travelling expenses if not those who 
purchaeè from them? How then is it reas­
onable to expect to buy cheaper from the 
stranger who comes to our door with his 
samples than from the merchant? Besides 
bovvjjften arc people defrauded with the 
shoddy cloth, the cheap jewelry or the trashy 
notions. Ami when these are once purchas­
ed ther«> is no redress, as the seller, like the 
Arab, has quietly stolen away, to look for 
other victims. There is, however, another 
feature of the case which should append !<)_ 
the mind of every right thinking man or 
woman. By buying from the regular dealer 
at your door you are helping to keep up 
your own town or village. The merchant 
pays taxes and iu other ways assista in cay. 
lying the public burdens. Why should he 
haVe'to compete with one who pays no taxes 
to this county and discharges none of the 
obligations of citizenship? Why should the 
«gent of a Yarmouth clothing house take 
orders and sell his goods all over this county 
without paying one cent of taxes to the 
nakiicipality while our own merchants are 

taxed on every dollar of their stocks? We 
know no reason whatever. In many cities 
and incorporated towns commercial travel­
lers and pedlers of all kinds coming in from 
outside the limits to do business are com­
pelled to pay a license fee for the privilege. 
We believe the municipal council has power 
to make such regulations here, if there are 
none already. Will our municipal council­
lors pjeale look into the matter, and make 

it the duty of some one of our county of­
ficials to see that a liberal license fee is ex­
acted of pedlers and hawkers who come 
into the municipality to do business.
