His carcer in that institution was a
bniliant one, and at its close he took a situation
as kook-keeper in the office of the Jlonctary
Zimes. e afterwards became assistant book-
keeper for the Canada Permanent Loan and
Savings Co., with whom he became noted as
skilful accountant.  An instauce of his skill may
be given, Oune day when (e Board of Manage-
ment had waited half an hour for a statement
irom the head book-keeper without recciving it,
they called for Mr. L'rout to solve the problem,
which he did to their entire satisfaction in three
minutes, They thereupon granted him an in-
crease of salary in the shape of a bonus o1 $1o0,
and at Christmias they presented him with §$50.
An atack of typhoid fever compelled him to
give up his position,

When he was sufficiently recovered he went
to Cobourg to conduct some niectings for the
brethren there.  And though young and unskill-
ed in the arts of omtory, by his carnest and
touching appeals he persuaded many to be
Christians, He afterwards preached regularly
for the church in Glencaun, and no person can
now visit that place without discovenng there
many-traces of his spiritual life.  When others
shall have ceased 1o miss the helping hand of
tharr co-laborer, and shall have almost forgotten
the man whom once they loved, his memorial may
be distinctly read in Glencairn, engrossed by a
grateful people in the homes made happier by

Before going to Detroit, where he resided nine
years, he preached for a short time in Dorchester,
He was first employed in Detroit as general
overseer in the office of A. R, & W. ¥, Lynni—
at one time the largest wholesale grocers in that
city. His quiet, unassumung and gentlemanly
manner, and his great natural tact, combined to
make him a favotite with the customers of the
fim,  Me was soon given the management of
the warchouse, and subsequently he became
buyer for the house. e was a good purchaser,
as he exactly antiopafed the wants of the busi-
ness, and used the utmost vigilance to have the
goeds correspond to thetu,

‘Though d:ligent in business, he did not neglect
the Lord’s work, but spent much time and money
in doing good. e was an active member of
the Plum Strect Church, and he with the late
Bro. Sanderson and Bro. Geo. Malcolmson
established and conducted the r4th Avenue
Mission, where the work still continues to tlowish,
An intense desire to win the world to Christ
was the source of his great zeal and energy in
Chrstian work, and his success was largely duc
to his peculiar facuity of engaging the services
of the youny,  His mterest in the young people
sccured for him thedr love, which they manifest-
ed in a very affecting way.  In Iis Jast days they
might have been seen carning money 10 buy
flowers for him.

He continued o work actively until his health
gave-way i October, 1887.  From that time he
grew weaker until ns death on New Year's day.
For six weeks he was unable to take solid food.
He was anxious to hive simply for the good he
could do. * He met death cheerfully.  Frequent.
ly wheir his brother returned to his room
expecting to find him gone, he would pleasantly
remark, ©Well, Edward, I'm here yet.”

‘The shtewd business man, the good citizen,
the true friend, the devoted Christian is dead ;
