It consists of a frame of
neatly ornamented wood,
placed in prominent posi-
tion at each end of the
car, containing a number
of thin iron plates,
painted with the names
of the stations in charac-
ters legible in any part of
the car. The backs of
these plates are utilized
for advertising purpoeses,
and as a medium of
advertising is excelled by
none.
