Joint Report of Finance and Parks and Ferries
Committees recommending to Council the
purchase of these two Properties.

(REPORT ADOPTED BY COUNCIL, ON THE 107H OF JUNE 1907.)

TO THE CITY OF MONTREAL,
The joint Finance and Parks and Ferries Committee
respectfully report.

That, at the last session of the Provincial Legislature,
the City was authorized to borrow a sum of $200,000 with
which to acquire St. Helen’s Island from the Dominion Go-
vernment; :

That your Committ‘é’% are prepared to recommend that
this amount be paid over to the Dominion Government,
but, inasmuch as the citizens have enjoyed certain privi-
leges on said St, Helen’s Island and La Fontaine Park for
a number of years past, your Committee consider that any
definite arrangements to be perfected with the Federal au-
thorities should entail also for the future, as far as prac-
ticable, the full and free enjoyment of both said domains.

LA FoNTAINE PARK

Representations have been made to your Committee,
pointing out that, inasmuch as La Fontaine Park was
leased to the City by the authorities of the Department of
Militia and Defence, it will be necessary, in order to enter
into possession of said Park, that the same be made over
to the City by the Department of the Interior and that the
lease for the said Park, granted to the City, be in conse-

quence annulled.
GOVERNEMENT'S OFFER.

The Dominion authorities have declared their willing-
ness to make over to the City the whole of St. Helen’s Ts-
iand and that part of La Fontaine Park comprised between
Sherbrooke, Panet, Rachel and Park La Fontaine (former-
ly Amherst) streets;

The Dominion Government desire, nevertheless, to reserve
the Eastern portion of said Park, viz: that part situated
between Sherbrooke, Panet, Rachel streets and Papineau
Avenue, for military parades only, and deem it advisable
not to make over its proprietary rights of that portion of
La Fontaine Park for this reason. ’

S1. HELEN'S ISLAND

With regard to St. Helen’s Island, the Dominion authori-
ties desire that the same be used exclusively for park and
exposition purposes; that those portions of the Island, as
indicated on the plan hereunto annexed and marked A and
B, be left free from buildings and that the portion marked
