
CONVENTION ON THE INTER-GO VERNMENTAL MARITIME CONSULTATIV:
ORGANIZATION

The States parties ta the present Convention hereby establish the Inter
Governmental Maritime Consultative Organization (hereinaiter referred to a
"the Organization").

PART I

PTRPOSIES 0P MUE ORGANIZATI0N

ing maritime safety and efficiency af navigation;

(b) To ëncou rag .e the 1 removal oaf discriminatory action and unnecessarý
restrictions by GÔve2iiImèits affécting shipping engaged in international tradi
so as ta promote the availability of shipping services ta the com~merce of tbÂ
world withaut discrimination; assistance and encourageen given by a Gov.
ernment for~ the' develophtént of ifs national shipping and for purposes 01
security daes iot~ inii tself- constitute discrimination, provided that such assist-
ance and encouragement is nat based on measures designe to restrict th(
freedom ai shipping ai ail flags ta take part in in1ternational trade;

(c) To provide for the ëonsidier'ation by the Organization af matter'
concernlng ufalt restrctive prctids~ by' shipping: concerns in accardance i
Part II;

(d) To pravide for the cansideration by the Organization oi any mattr
concerning shipping that may be referred ta lt by any organ or specialie
agency ai the United Nations;

(e) To provide for the exchange af information among Gavernments 1
matters under cansideration by the Organization.

PART II

FUiiCTIONS
