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dom of Morocco and which they wiIl receive outside of Morocco in connection withtheir activities in that country.

ARTICLE VIII
The Government of the Kingdomf of Morocco shall allow Canadian firms andCanadian personnel to import technical and professional equipment under Morocco'stemporary import regulations, subject'to the re-exportation of such equipment. Tech-nical and professional equipment imported under these regulations may be trans-ferred in accordance with legisiation in force in Morocco.

ARTICLE IX
The Government of the Kingdom of Morocco shall grant each member of theCanadian personnel, including his dependants, the right to import his household andpersonal effects free of any import duties or taxes wben he first moves to Morocco,after submissjon of a detailed list with the customns declaration and subject to the re-exportation of such goods at the end of the assignment in Morocco.

ARTICLE X
Each member of the Canadian personnel may temporarily import or export avehicle for bis personal use, free of any customs duties. This privilege may be exer-cised every four (4) years and is limited to two (2) vehicles for the entire period oftrne that the member of the Canadian personnel is in Morocco. However, in theevent of fire, tbeft or an accident causing major damage to the vehicle, sucb privilegeshall be renewable before this period bas expired. Sucb vehicles shall be transferredor sold only to otber persons enjoying similar exemptions, subject to prior agreementby the Moroccan customs authorities.

ARTICLE XI
Tbe Governent of tbe Kingdom of Morocco shall not use tbe funds providedby the Government of Canada under any specific arrangement or loan agreement,for the payment of import duties or taxes on equipment, products, materials, suppliesand any otber goods imported into Morocco for tbe execution of projects establishedunder any specific arrangement or Joan agreement.

ARTICLE XII
The Government of tbe Kingdom of Morocco sball guarantee Canadian person-nel and their dependants the right to maintain bank accounts in foreign currency orconvertible dirbams and to export the money they bave imported into Morocco inaccordance with tbe exchange regulations in force.
