PREAMBLE

The States Parties to the present Convention

Considering that freedomn is the birthright of every human big
Mindful that the peoples of the United Nations reaffirmed ini the Charte:

ti ith in the diny and. woth of the human. person;
Considering that theê tniversal lDealaration o ut -a Rights proclaimec

by the General AssemIbIy o! the United Nations as a conimon standard o:
achievement for ail peoples and ail nations,~ sts that no one shall be helc
ini slavery or servitude and t1hat slavery and the slave trade shall be prQhibitec
in ail their forms;

Recogiig that, since the conclusion~ of the~ Slavey Convention signec
at Geneva on 25 September 1926, which was designed to secure the abolitior
o! slavery and of the slave trade, further progress bas been made towardfi
this end;

Having regard to the FQreed Labour C.onvention o! 1930 and to subsequeni
action by the lIternational Labour Orgai1satilon in regard to forced. or com-
pulsory labour;

Being aware, however, that slavery, the slave trade and institutions and
~practices siilar to slavery have not yet been eliminated in ail parts of thE
wor<2z

Having decided, therefore, that the Conventionof12,wihrnas
operativre, should now be augxnented by the conclusion ofa upentr
convention designed to intensify national as weil as international efforts

Have agreed as Iollows:
