
(d) providing objects, including lcnding alhibits;

(e) smarches and seizures;

(t) Wakng evidence and obtaining mStaemt;

() authorizing persas fram thec Requcsting State ta be present when
requests arcecxecutc;

(hi) xnaking detaincd persans avaïlable ta give evdence or asst mi
investigations;

(i) facilitating the appearance of witnmme or the assistance of persans in
investigations;

() taldng measures to locte, restrain and forfeit the proceds of crime;

(k) providing other assstance anistent with thec objects of this Treaty.

Requcats for assistance shhbe cxte d psaznptly i accordance with the law
of the Requested State and, insofar as it is nat prahibited by that law, in the
manner specifled by the Requesting State.

2. Upon request, the Rcqueted State s"ta inftmn the Rfquesting Stâte of thc
date and place of the exeutian of thec requcat for assistance.

3. Mfic Rcqucstcd State may not refuse ta execute a request on thc grounds af
bank secrecy.

ARTICLE 3

Reua rPsDnmn fAsl

1. Assistance may be refused if.

(a) die Requestcd State ia of thc opinion üwi execution of Uic request
would impair its sovereignty, sccurity, public order or other essential
public interest;

(b) there is sufficient biais for thc Requested State ta believe that cxecuting
the request would fwfciitatei prosecution of or imposition of penalies
against thec persan who is Uic sutbject of Uic request by reson of that
person's race, religion, nationality or political opinion; or

(c) Uic offence is regarded by Uic Requcsted State as being an offenceaonly
under nxilitary law.

2. Assistance may bc postponed by Uic Requested State if executian of Uic request
would interfère with an ongoing investigation or prosecution in Uic Requested
State.
